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Створення навчально-педагогічних умов для ефективного онлайн навчання іноземної мови
[bookmark: _GoBack]Важливою проблемою сьогодення є можливість навчання онлайн  у період пандемії, до якого учні виявились не зовсім готовими і тому педагогам знадобився час, щоб влаштувати процес дистанційного навчання таким чином, щоб кожен учень мав змогу використовувати ті засоби, які зручні для нього та приносили свій результат.

Nowadays with the development of information technologies, there is a need to reform traditional methods of education. Recently, there has been a significant development of  distant  and online learning.
Distant learning appeared due to the needs of society. E-learning began with the use of computers in class and in education. The advantage of such education is the use of multimedia tools and social networks in combination with traditional methods known to us. There is a significant development of distant education in Ukraine.
Ukrainian government has issued a number of laws and documents related to this area of education, they are: "Regulations on distant learning", "Concept of distant education in Ukraine", the program "Education". Distant learning technologies allow teachers to use exactly those techniques and tools that allow students to achieve results in learning a foreign language  effectively 
In order to learn a foreign language online effectively, it is necessary to create certain conditions, as not every student has the opportunity to work with modern information technologies during a pandemic of covid19. Learning a foreign language online can be promising,  students will have the opportunity to immerse themselves in the natural speech environment. And interactive learning tools are  tools  for interaction of all participants in the learning process. Namely, they are a part of "mutual learning", because they have an understanding of what they are doing. Interactive technologies can improve the educational process. They encourage the creation of dialogues, discussions, automate learning and individual approaches.
To be able to work online and join the training  in time, it is necessary to have a computer and Internet access and make sure that this equipment is suitable for training, as well as whether the students are ready to work in the following conditions:
· the resource must be free;
· should not infringe copyright;
· the resource must be safe and meet all the necessary requirements 
of the Model Law on the Protection of Children from Information Harmful to Their Health and Development;
· the resource must fit and be adapted to the curriculum.[1]
According to the Resolution, which was approved by the Ministry of Education and Science on September 8, 2020 №1115 and registered by the Ministry of Justice on September 28, 2020 №941 / 35224, the interests of students must be taken into account:
- Interaction of teachers and students;
- Full participation in training and individual development program;
- Tracking student results and support them;
- Students who cannot work synchronously should be provided with other means of communication, such as telephone and mail;
- It is necessary to comply with the requirements for the protection of personal data, as well as the rules for maintaining the student’s health  in connection with the work and technical means.[2]
Heads of educational institutions should control the quality of online education, as well as monitor whether the training is carried out within the working hours of the teacher. The task of  the educational institution headmaster is to organize the educational process using distant learning technologies.
It is necessary to take into account the specifics of primary and secondary school, as not all students can arrange their own learning process at home, this applies primarily to the junior level of education. Parents should help them organize this process, but they mustn’t do the student's work for themselves.
For successful online learning, the teacher must make the schedule and choose the platform on which the  learning process will take place. Then make a schedule of meetings with children and inform them with the help of  messengers about the schedule of their classes. If the school has an inclusive classroom, it is necessary to analyze the individual program of student development and identify topics according to the calendar-thematic planning, which the student will be able to work online
Students must adhere to the principle of academic integrity. Before starting school, it is desirable to hold an online meeting not only with students but also parents and discuss all organizational issues. In order to adhere to academic integrity, the teacher should encourage the student, if the child makes an effort to do the tasks independently, the level of difficulty should be from simple to complex, so that students can work on the tasks they can handle, individual tasks, tasks with keys for self-tests, tasks for expressing personal opinion. It is important not to give too many tasks so that the child does not lose interest in work.[7]
Motivation  is also an important component. There should be a dialogue between the teacher and the student. Students need to feel successful. Internal motivation takes a special place. The child must realize that he or she is a person, has the right to express his or her own opinion, his or her knowledge will help in the future to benefit and make the student successful. The teacher should present the material in a way that is interesting and accessible to the child. Feedback is the foundation of success. The teacher should  present the material in the course of further communication so that the students are willing to work on their mistakes
To create a positive online learning of foreign languages students have to:
· Choose a place suitable for your work that has no distractions;
· Manage your time;
· Be ready to complete the assignment when it’s necessary;
· Express your opinion in writing;
· Participate in learning forums and make posts in order to express your thoughts, use references that support it;
· Ask for help if they don’t understand the material, communication is important.
· Respect other student’s opinion.[3]
Nowadays  there are various social networks (Viber, Messenger, Telegram…) that allow you to conduct lessons online. With the need of  distant education use, many educational platforms have emerged and contain various multimedia tools. In this way, we have access to video, audio and graphics, which significantly improves listening perception and serves as a visual aid in learning a foreign language. Different educational platforms allow you to work synchronously and asynchronously,  the student can independently choose  convenient time for him or her to do the lesson and complete tasks.
Google offers its Classroom through which the teacher can monitor, 
systematize, evaluate  the progress and results of the student, as well as set the time of tasks, create various discussions, chats.
Moodle is one of the distant education platforms that is of great interest to scientists 
and educators. It allows students to use a large number of tools for online learning, in addition, it is completely free and does not require additional paid software. This platform is the most used worldwide and has  no competitors in Ukraine.[5]
Another online resource was the Ukrainian online school for mixed and distant learning. Children can use this platform not only during quarantine, but also when it is necessary to repeat the material studied or when the child was absent from class for a important reason. This platform is an essential component of education.[6]
The most common methods used by teachers during distance learning were role-playing games, conversations, project work, control and self-control, conversations.
The cooperation of teachers, parents and administration has yielded positive results. Thanks to this, online lessons were organized. Online platforms provided direct voice and visual contact. Teachers unanimously emphasize that the problem is the inability to organize their time with children. Not everyone was able to join such training due to the lack of the Internet access. Another disadvantage of asynchronous learning is the lack of feedback between teachers and students who could not join online learning.[4]
Distant learning of foreign languages is very important nowadays, as it allows students to master the subject in the conditions that have developed due to the spread of covid19. Teachers selected exactly those educational platforms that would facilitate the student's work and make it interesting. Creating a comfortable environment for the student is the task of teachers and administration, so that the child has the opportunity to absorb information and material better.
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
