    Background                   

The tradition of a white wedding
The tradition of a white wedding is commonly credited to Queen Victoria's choice to wear a white wedding dress at her wedding to Prince Albert in 1840.

Royal brides before Victoria did not typically wear white, instead choosing "heavy brocaded gowns embroidered with white and silver thread’’. As accounts of Victoria's wedding spread across the Atlantic and throughout Europe elites followed her lead. Etiquette books then began to turn the practice into a tradition and the white gown soon became a popular symbol of status that also carried "a connotation of innocence and sexual purity."

The traditional white wedding isn't only defined by the color of the dress. The full white wedding experience today means that an organist, a choir, flower arrangements, flowers for lapels and commemorative wedding leaflets with the Order of Service need to be arranged and purchased.

“Married in white, you will have chosen all right. Married in grey, you will go far away. Married in black, you will wish yourself back. Married in red, you’ll wish yourself dead. Married in blue, you will always be true. Married in pearl, you’ll live in a whirl. Married in green,  ashamed to be seen. Married in yellow,  ashamed of the fellow. Married in brown, you’ll live out of town. Married in pink, your spirits will sink.”
Why do English and American brides try to find something blue to wear for the wedding?

The bride is supposed to wear ‘something old, something new, something borrowed and something blue’ because this will bring her luck. If you borrow a piece of jewelry from your mother or a friend’s veil, the ‘old’ and ‘borrowed’ will be covered. With a dress or gloves and a blue garter you are all set. The garter may serve one more purpose. After the bouquet has been thrown, the groom removes the garter the bride wears below her knee and tosses it to his friends. The one who catches the garter is supposedly the next to get married.
