From History of Uman
1. The very first page in the history of the town is lost in early ages of the world civilization and it has not been read yet.

2. In the territory of modern and its suburbs archaeologists have found out the rests of settlements of a late Palaeolithic, trypilska culture, epoch of late bronze, chernyahivska cultures and the period of the Kyiv Rus
3. Nearby to Uman scientists have found barrows of a Scythian epoch.

4. As a whole here it is open and it is investigated about 50 various architectural monuments.
5. The name of the city originated probably from the river Uma which was first referred to in the Suprasl Chronicle in 1497.
6. The first written memoirs about Uman date 1616.

7. This place later named Umanshchyna, the Polish government has presented to magnate Valentine Alexander Kalinovskyi.
8. From its early appearing the town was attacked by enemies.
9. In XI century Umanshchyna was seized by Mongolian hordes.

10. And in the 14-th century it as well as the majority of the Ukrainian grounds passed to possession of the Great Lithuanian princedom.
11. Until the end of the 16-th century Umanshchyna stayed the object of the Polish colonization.

12. In 1648, at the beginning of the national-liberation war of the Ukrainian people against Poland, the Uman regiment was formed, an administrative and military unit an embracing part of the present-day Cherkasy, Kirovograd and Vinnytsya regions.
13. Uman belongs to the limited numbers of cities on the territory of Ukraine which where given the Magdeburg right (in 1760).
14. In 1670-1674 Uman was a residence of the right-back Mykhailo Khanenko, i.e. a temporary capital of the right-bank Ukraine.

15. Except the abovementioned time, from 1566 till 1793 this territory together with the northern area of today’s Odesa region was a part of the Bratslav Province bordering on the Moldova.
16. In the Koliivshchyna peasant war the town of Uman was one of the centres of this popular uprising.
17. In 1793, according to the second division of Poland the right-bank Ukraine was joined to the Russian Empire.
18. Uman consequently became a part of Russian state, the centre of a small rural region of Kyiv Guberniya.
19. So with appearing of Uman underground routes the Uman fortress appeared too.

20. These routes were called the routes of Gonta.
21. Later troops of Zaliznyak used those routes and put a bomb under the wall.
22. The exploration of the underground routes is connected with the name of the research worker of the Stephanovych museum who learnt every case of a ruined house or its part and marked them on the map.
23. In 1839 Uman became a centre of military settlements, a town of military administration, officials, merchants and priests.

24. In the mid-19-th and early 20-th centuries Uman was a town of nobles, gentry and merchants.

25. During the Great Patriotic War of 1942-1945 the city was severely destroyed.

26. On March 10, 1944 our town Uman was liberated from fascist’s invaders.

27. And every year the people of Uman reverently honour the memory of their liberators.

28. As time went on Uman developed into an important industrial and trading centre and one of the largest towns in Ukraine.
