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Big Bang Camp Manual 

for PCV’s in Ukraine

Why this manual has been made:

Holding a camp as part of your Peace Corps service is a lot like Peace Corps service in general: it is sure to be some of the most challenging times for you, but it may very well prove to be the most rewarding thing you do.  And so it was for 18 volunteers in the summer of 2004, in Haivoron, Kirovograd Oblast where “Camp Big Bang” was born.  The camp was based off “Camp Rah-Rah,” only for students from 6th through 11th forms, rather than  Through this manual we hope that others, both Ukrainian students and American volunteers, can experience such connections by forming their own English camp.

Here you will find everything that you will need for making a successful English camp, ranging from lesson plans to activities to games to competitions, even information about point systems and awards.  A section has also been written in Ukrainian for PCV’s coordinator to help everyone understand the process and what must be done.  We hope that this manual will give volunteers an easier opportunity to hold a camp of their own.  There have been other manuals made for specific camps before, but this manual hopes to fill a void in information for English camps in general.  Succinctly put, we hope to promote Secondary Projects by making the process more formulized.  After the two weeks that we spent together, many of us agree that this camp has been the most rewarding component of our service.

How to use this manual:  

This manual has been made in hopes that there will be other 

“Big Bangs” across Ukraine.  The information contained in here will 

certainly last for a full, and very busy, 14 day camp.  We have tried to include everything that you may need in starting such a camp, but certainly, every situation is bound to be different.  Some will encounter problems that others will not.  We have tried to limit these potential difficulties by including sections on Administrative Workings, Day-to-Day Workings, and Trouble-Shooting.  We have taken advice from all those who worked at the camp and compiled them into this handbook.  We hope that the result will be a guidebook, a sort of template, for others who wish to hold such a camp.  

We also wish to point out that we understand that many volunteers will not have the time, resources, or man-power to sustain a full two week camp.  If you wish to have a shortened version of one of these camps, simply choose what you will have time for to include in your camp.  There should be enough information here to choose what you wish to focus on, whether it be alternative lessons, sports, or activities.  

Lastly, if a camp at your site is simply not plausible for one reason or another, there are other uses for this manual:  

· The information provided here could also form the basis and continuation of a very successful English Club.  Many of the things that we did at this camp were simply taken from our own English Clubs to begin with, such as American Music, Drama, and Journalism.  

· The lesson plans will provide another source of possible topics that one could teach in the classroom.  If you have the freedom to teach such important topics as AIDS Awareness, Gender Issues, and Leadership you will find 10 lesson plans on each of these themes.
Hopefully, you will find some of this information useful and be able to implement it in whatever way you can to improve your service.    Creativity and flexibility are important, but having the tools of preparation and past knowledge will always help.  With that, we hope “Big Bangs” continue across Ukraine, bringing language, knowledge, culture, and fun together in an explosion of life changing experiences.
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Chapter 1:

Getting Started and 

Administrative Workings


Once you have decided to have a camp, you will certainly have many hours of work and many challenges ahead of you.  The reward is worth it.  It is like a microcosm of why we signed up for Peace Corps Service and what kind of difference we all hoped to make.  Your influence upon the children will be felt when one of the campers gives you a hug, thanking you for all your work, support, and care.  And the influence upon you will also be something that you will always take with you and remember.

A letter from one coordinator to another:

This was my first experience of working with PCVs at a camp and coordinating all the work (I mean almost all the work) at the camp.   Good planning before the camp (since March 2004) and the involvement a lot of necessary people enabled us to achieve the common aim of the camp – to organize a good rest for children and improve their language skills.


The coordinator plays an important role in organizing the camp.  The PCVs are in charge of teaching while the Ukrainian colleagues have their own duties and responsibilities with the children.  The coordinator must act as a liaison between these two groups


One of the most important jobs of the coordinator is to bring together a creative group of Ukrainian teachers – this is half of a camp’s success.  This year we had some difficulties because the Ukrainian teachers didn’t conduct the lessons.  They were like nurses (controlling the children’s rooms, food at the canteen, taking the children to showers, helping for the competitions).  The Ukrainians who were not used to being leaders were comfortable with their role.  Those who were used to filling leadership roles sometimes wanted to show their abilities by organizing some competitions or giving some “freedom” for creativeness.  When planning a camp it’s important to remember to allow everyone to his or her abilities when possible.  It is something we will try to change in the next camp.


Another role of the coordinator is helping PCVs when they have problems.  It is important to remember that most of the volunteers who come to your camp are not familiar with your town and what is available to them. We had some problems this year: PCVs had to walk a long distance from the camp to the town, they needed to adapt to the camp’s conditions at the first days of their arriving.  A coordinator should be involved in all things from the early morning till late evening.


At Camp Big Bang my responsibilities included everything from saying “good-bye” to a dog who decided to live in the PCVs’ cabin to ending the day having long conversations with non-campers who came to enjoy our disco – that was a typical day of mine as a coordinator.  After all of the campers have “gone to sleep” late at night you realize that there is nothing more exciting than living all together in one community speaking, sharing ideas, cabins, food, experiences, dancing, and so on.

Being a coordinator is great fun and a great learning experience. You discover your good qualities every day and try to avoid showing your bad ones.  You learn to be more diplomatic and patient to everybody at your camp.  You develop the “special” attitude you need because each of your words or attitudes affects the success of your camp.  


Finally, as a coordinator you learn how to work within two different cultures.  I know for sure next time I will know more about American people, their culture and customs.  They are like us: clever, smart, enthusiastic and devoted to their work. They love our Ukrainian children and do everything possible to teach them English and help them develop their abilities.


There is no ocean between us and American people – if you don’t believe – have one of your own “Big Bangs!”

I. Camp Bureaucracy in Ukraine

There are three different authorities governing the campgrounds in Ukraine.  The lowest level is the camp director.  A camp director is responsible for his or her own individual campground in terms of maintenance, repair, facilities, equipment and the management of camp staff (cooks, repairmen, etc.).  The second level of authority is the town administration.  The camp director is under their employ and during the summer season, they manage the administrative side of camps.  They control camper registration, fee payments, medical documents, bookkeeping, children’s health and safety, etc.  The highest authority is the Camp Board, a body that sets the price for camper fees, reserves campgrounds, etc.  When you are running your camp, you will be the fourth and lowest authority.  Your responsibility will be the organization of daily activities and recreation.  Naturally, this structure can be frustrating for a volunteer to run his or her own camp with others trying to do their job.  Working with these people is one of the primary responsibilities of organizing a camp.  You and your coordinator should seek out these people through the camp director.  You should plan on having meetings with them to find out how things are normally run and to see how they coincide with your plans.  Please see the troubleshooting section for ways of dealing with possible impasses (related to such things as meals, swimming, showering, etc.).   As you may have learned, many things in Ukraine vary depending on many different factors.  You may find an easier situation, and you may find a more difficult one.  The important thing to remember is to work closely with these people to insure that administrative workings move smoothly, so that all parties involved understand what is needed.
II. Scheduling the Camp

There are a lot of activities that go on during the summer, for both children and adults and you must take that into consideration when scheduling your camp.  Ninth formers have their exams during June and eleventh formers have their graduation exercises.  Many 11th formers also take their university entrance exams in July.  Ukrainian teachers, if you chose to include them in your camp, may also be working in June, and PCVs may have responsibilities at school.  You should also check with Peace Corps to make sure that there are no big conferences planned for your chosen time.  

If you need a full campground for overnight stays:

Then you must tell the administration your chosen time.  They will be able to tell you the probability of you reserving the camp during this time, but nothing will be official until the Camp Board approves it – this usually happens in April.  You will have to proceed with advertising the camp and recruiting volunteers on the premise that you will have the campground reserved for these weeks.  Having lived in Ukraine for some time now, you may have found that many things work differently in neighboring towns, let alone different oblasts across the country. It is certainly possible that you may be able to work out exceptions, but this is definitely a point of distress.  Nonetheless, the earlier you can schedule and begin planning you camp, the better chance you have of securing the necessary grounds.  Keep in mind that most campgrounds are busy all summer; as soon as one group leaves another comes.  

If you do not need a campground:

Most likely you will then be using whatever resources you have at your school (i.e. classrooms, gyms, fields, cafeterias, etc).  If this is the case, it is important that you are able to make clear to your school exactly what will be needed on each exact date.  Again, the more time you give them, the better chance you will have of getting what you need.  But remember to continue to follow up on everything, making sure that plans are not changed without your knowledge.  Patience will most likely be a very useful asset.

III. Recruiting Children

First you should ask the town administration to tell you the capacity of the camp- how many children can it accomodate?  You will then be encouraged to fill the camp to that capacity- the camp staff is paid by the child.  If you don’t fill the camp up yourself, it will probably be filled up for you by the town administration.  

The easiest geographical region to recruit children from will be your district.  There is a lot of paperwork to be done when a child registers for the camp.  If all the children are located a local phone call or a walk away from your town administration, things will be easier for them.  The downsides to this are that your pool of talent to draw from will be much smaller and your children will be attending camp with children they already know and feel comfortable with.  If you want to widen your pool, the best suggestion is to recruit children from your oblast, particularly towns in which there is a contact person (volunteer, preferably, or acquaintance) who can be responsible for publicizing the camp, answering questions and acting as a liaison between the children and your town.  This will certainly minimize your work as you can simply pass on important information to these people who can then distribute it to the rest of their region.  These same liaisons will most likely become volunteers working at your camp, making it doubly important that they also know what is going on and can help.  However, if you increase the pool of children to include those from other oblasts, which is recommended, you may run into problems with fee payments.  We are unsure if the rules about fee payments and discounts (described later) will extend across oblast borders.  

A very important step is deciding what age and level of students you want.  If you have such serious topics as AIDS Awareness and Gender Issues, you will want your campers to be able to handle the level of maturity needed to discuss these subjects.  We recommend that you try for the highest level of English students so that they can fully utilize the information given out.  If your camp is more directed toward simply improving the knowledge of English, perhaps the opposite is more suitable. Whichever way you choose, it is recommended that you get the best idea possible of the level of your campers’ English.  Therefore, you may want to include a short questionnaire with your application forms answering questions that you deem relevant to your camp.  It should be something that makes the students write something in English (i.e. What is the largest problem in your town?  If there was one thing in the world you could change, what would it be?  Why do you want to study English? etc.).  Of course, with others perhaps helping fill out this questionnaire, it is not full-proof, but is certainly better than nothing.  

Also on the application forms, you should request that children write the full names of their parents and their places of work, in Ukrainian.  The town administration will use this information in the fee payment process (please find sample application form at end of chapter).  

In order to publicize the camp, we distributed information and application forms at various meetings of oblast volunteers and English teachers in March (please find these papers at the end of this chapter).  We also faxed this information to the methodological cabinets of neighboring districts.  We collected the forms in April from the contact persons and evaluated all the children’s answers on a point scale.  The highest-scoring children were put on an admitted list and the next-highest scoring were put on a waiting list.  The contact people were then told to notify the children who were accepted.  The next step was for those children to register for camp.  It is important to tell your liaisons to pass on to students that once one agrees to attend the camp, it should be followed through with, because if one cancels at the last minute, it leaves an empty spot that another child could have had.

IV. Camp Registration

In order to register for the camp, children have to submit certain documents and medical information to the town administration.  The most difficult part of this process is fee payment.  In Ukraine, people who work for public institutions and some private businesses have insurance from an organization called “Fond Sotsialnoho Strakhuvannya”.  If they have this insurance, they get discounts when their families patronize certain recreation facilities under public domain, such as state saunas or summer camps.  They get this discount because the fund pays a large part of their fee.  The usual Ukrainian family wouldn’t be able afford to send their child to a summer camp without this discount.  Therefore, it is of the utmost importance that families sending their child to your camp understand the process of fee payment.  We included an informational sheet with the application explaining the process of providing documentation to receive the discount (please find at the end of this chapter). The families must go to the insurance office of their business and take certain documents, fill them out, get them stamped there and then send them to our town administration.  This fee payment process occurred in May.  It is not until then that every year the Camp Board sets the official fee price for all the camps under its jurisdiction. When the children physically arrive at the camp, they will also have to have paperwork.  I advise you to appoint a Ukrainian (your counterpart, perhaps) to be responsible for all questions concerning registration from parents.  Give their phone number to the contact person in every town from which children are registering.  Also, your liaisons (preferably other PCVs) have coordinators that can share in spreading this all-important information.

V. Your Staff

1. Peace Corps Volunteers

First, you need to decide how many volunteers the camp needs in order to run smoothly.  If you have around 120 children, it would probably be best to divide them into six groups, each group having a PCV as a team leader (camp counselor).  To have classes you need at least one PCV, but things would certainly be better and more interesting with two.  These PCV’s teaching cannot include the other camp counselors because they will be running other activities.  So, to have a camp like “Big Bang” one will need 18 PCVs to work at the camp.  You should have the number of PCVs approved by the town administration first – you must make sure there is enough space for all of them and that the administration is willing to pay for their meals.  As PCVs often begin to plan their summers in the winter months, you should begin advertising during March for volunteers by sending out a mass email with details of the camp, positions, and responsibilities.  Volunteers responding to the mass email are then assigned to positions, preferably ones that they requested.  They then should be given a fuller description of their responsibilities and asked to prepare for their position.  The primary responsibilities of a team leader are to motivate and guide their team and to organize daily free-time activities for children.  Teachers had to plan a 10-lesson unit on their assigned topic, teach the lessons at camp, and organize competitions for the teams.  Besides their primary responsibilities, volunteers were also asked to contribute in many other ways to the camp experience.  The more you include fellow volunteers in the planning of your camp, the better result you will get from them during the camp.  Many of these PCV’s students will also be attending the camp so they will certainly want to help out in any way they can.  Accept whatever help is offered, and don’t be afraid to ask for more.

2. Ukrainian Caretakers

By Ukrainian law, each team of children had to have a Ukrainian chaperone (a teacher) with them at all times to care for their health and safety.  These caretakers sleep in their wards’ cabins, complete paperwork, and act as guardians for the children.  You counterpart should help in recruiting these teachers from schools in your district.  It is not the most popular work for teachers, because the pay is almost non-existent.  If you have a lot of trouble finding caretakers for your camp, try strong university students who are solid in English, wish to become teachers, and are interested in helping in any way they can.  Remember, however, that these caretakers do not necessarily have to be English teachers.   

VI.  Materials and Resource

What the Town Administration Provides:

It is expected that the town will provide all of the meals, electricity, gas, medical services, bookkeeping services, maintenance work, and the campground.  They can also give some gifts and materials to the children, or arrange guest speakers and excursions.  They can hire a D.J. to run the disco and bring musical equipment.  They can arrange for the loan of such equipment as computers.  Utilize your town administration to the fullest, but be sure to plan ahead.  While you are writing the budget for your grant proposal in February and March, first make sure that it is not possible to get these items via the administration.  

Grant-Writing: 

Deciding to write a Partnership Grant for the camp rather than a SPA Grant may be better if  1.) you are not requesting much money, or 2.) your family and friends can help with raising money. If you choose to write a Partnership Grant, you should finish writing it by middle March, and turn it into PC.  It will then take about 3-4 weeks for it to get on the internet.  After all the money is collected it takes about 3 weeks for the money to get to you in Kyiv.   Possible costs you may want to think about include for you camp include photocopies, reimbursement for PCV’s, various equipment (sporting, etc.), markers, wallpaper (used as posters), tape, etc.  This was all covered at Camp Big Bang for $400 through a Partnership Grant.  Of course, you could also just ask family to send you this sports material.  However, you should count on extra random expenses to come up.  PCV may need materials during camp.  It would be a good idea to have a sheet to write such needs on (i.e. photocopies, stickers, etc) and have someone go into town to buy these things on a daily basis.  Having a small sum of money to work as a sort of “slush fund” is advisable for foreseen and unforeseen costs during the camp itself.

3.  List of resources to volunteers:

When thinking about resources for the camp, one must not forget that the Peace Corps library is a valuable source of information.  There are many manuals and books there on the topics, which we taught at camp.  You may want to make a note of some of the best resources and email the titles to volunteers that needed them (ex: titles of HIV-related manuals to the HIV teachers).  This is especially useful if the volunteers are first-years – they may not have had time to go through the library yet and do not know what can be found there.  

4.  What is there at the campsite, where to hold classes, etc.: 

The organizer must go to the campsite and see the location in order to decide where classes will be held.  This helps determine what materials are needed: is there a blackboard?  Is there an electrical socket?  Can an extension cord be used? Etc.  We solved the problem of outside classes by hiring a local worker to make easels out of wood.  We also used extension cords to bring electricity outside.  Make sure the volunteers know what the facilities will be like.

VII.
Pre-Camp Administrative Work

· Putting students in groups

Our camp involved 120 students.  The students were put in six teams, with about 20 students to a team.  The teams were organized by age and were chosen to be geographically diverse (putting children from different regions together).  

· Putting students in classes

Classes should be organized roughly by age and by preference of the campers.  Try to give every camper his or her first or second preference according to the application that they filled out.

· Making welcome packets: lesson assignment, name tag, daily schedule

Before the opening day, it is a good idea to make welcome packets for every camper.  Inside each folder, which can be given out at registration, should be a blank name tag, daily schedule, and an individualized schedule that showed their team and class assignments.  This helped avoid confusion and disorganization, and also gave the students a nice gift upon their arrival.  

· Medical documents for PCVs

PCVs must bring their medical documents that prove they are physically fit to work with children – it’s the law.  They can make copies or bring the originals.  PCVs’ schools should have a copy or contact the Peace Corps medical office to get one.  

· Assigning cabins for campers

Usually the cabins are assigned by the Ukrainian counterpart – they have their own system for assigning rooms and need to fill out a lot of paperwork in the process.  We would like to emphasize that you try to place all members of a team in the same cabin.   However, due to pre-existing conditions, this is often not possible.  Perhaps you should ask your counterpart to review the finished assignments with you before they are finalized so that you can make suggestions (see the Trouble-shooting, chapter 5 for more on this).    

· Documents to prepare:  schedules, point system explanation, certificates, master list of campers, lists of periods, classes, teams, point slips, PCV list for town admin, etc. 

There are many different documents to be prepared before the camp begins.  The daily and weekly schedules should be prepared in English and Ukrainian at least a month before the beginning of camp.  These must be approved by the town administration.  The town administration should also receive a list of PCV staff.  For the management of the camp, you will also need a master list of campers (for yourself, you counterpart, and copies for the registration table), a list of campers that shows where the campers will be and at which lessons and at what time (for yourself, the teachers, and team leaders), copies of point slips (for teachers), an explanation of the point system and rules (for teachers and for each team), certificates of achievement and more (for complete information regarding this please see Chapter 2 on Day to Day Workings).

When: For two weeks in June. 

Where:  In the wilderness of the Kirovograd Oblast.

Why:  The truth is out there, why not write about it?

How:  By learning to ask the right people the right questions.

Chapter 2:

The Day to Day Workings


In this chapter some essential things will be covered, along with many little things that will make the difference between a good camp and a great camp.  In this chapter the following topics will be covered: general layout, making the schedule, opening day, point system, special projects, competitions, closing day, and daily administrative workings.

Things get very busy with everyone trying to do their own part so it will make things easier if everyone knows what one another are doing.  If everyone is able to stay on the same page things will flow much more smoothly.  The day-to-day workings of your camp will certainly vary on a number of things, but one constant that should provide the atmosphere of your camp will depend on the theme that you choose.   A theme helps to organize everything, as well as add a certain panache for both those attending and working at the camp.  Once teams are made, team names should reflect the camp theme.  If you choose to do a Camp Big Bang, perhaps each team can be a constellation.  In any case, the theme should be woven throughout the camp, perhaps most notably by camp spirit.  Deciding on your theme is a good jumping off point for working out the day-to-day activities of your camp.  And for afterward, the following subtopics should provide a good framing as you become more detailed in your planning. 

General Layout

During the course of a day, four periods were held at our Big Bang Camp.  During these periods, each student had two class and two free activity periods (see other chapters dedicated to these topics).  There were four periods so that the class sizes were small.  On the next page is the schedule that we used.

Making the Schedule

The first thing you must know before you start planning your daily schedule is when the cafeteria will be serving meals.  The times are set by the administration and are most likely not flexible.  You must work around the mealtimes.  

Below are some other scheduling conflicts that you may encounter and tips in dealing with them.

· As you know, morning exercises are also a part of a Ukrainians day.  At camp, it is suggested that you include this custom.  Team leaders carry this out before breakfast.  

· You may also decide to have a “Town Meeting” with everyone before breakfast everyday to review the daily schedule.  A good time to have this would be after the students wash up and breakfast.  

· In Ukrainian camps there is usually a long break after lunch for the children to rest.  This break will likely be 90 minutes.  It may also prove to be a welcoming break for the volunteers.  Errands that need to be run can also take place during this time.   

· There will be, as there should be, a set curfew.  The curfew should probably be around 11:00pm.  The camp days are long and the students will need their sleep.  Not to mention, nobody will want to stay up later to watch the students.  

A Special Projects hour, in which the children could participate in activities that did not fit into the regular schedule, such as a dance team or guest lectures, may help to break the routine as well as offer more variety. Participation in activities during this hour should not necessarily be mandatory, but perhaps encouraged.  This hour should be scheduled at a time that is convenient for guest lecturers to come and go.  

We also had an hour for organizing competitions between teams.  Teachers held this responsibility.  In the evening, the town administration held a disco for the campers.   While the children were at the disco, the Peace Corps volunteers had a staff meeting to evaluate the day and plan for the next.  During the last snack, we finished the day the way we started it, with another town meeting to recognize outstanding campers and go over the results of the day.   The disco continued after the last snack.

The most important thing to remember with the schedule is to be flexible with the cafeteria.  If the meal is ready early, then all the children have to go eat it, regardless of whether the lessons are finished.  The camp leader must always be aware of any changes in the schedule regarding meals or arrival of guest lecturers and keep the staff and campers informed.

Point System

The point system was created not only as a means of competition between the different teams, but also as a way to recognize achievement, encourage participation and spirit, and to discipline.  Camp is not like a school, in which the children receive grades for their work and behavior; they are there to relax and have fun.  The point system is a fun reward system and it fosters team spirit and cooperation.  It also acts as a disciplinary force.  Kids who misbehave will lose points for their team and will hear about it from their teammates (this is one instance where having a strong team captain could make a positive influence).  Thus the kids are disciplining each other.  Be sure that all staff and campers clearly understand the rules and every new question about points is decided fairly and announced to all.  Argument over points can become heated and passionate.  Make sure to remind everyone constantly that the point system should be fun (and that arguing with one another will result in negative points).  Each team should be given a box with a slot to decorate on the first day.  The rules are explained at the town meeting and the teams ceremonially bring their boxes to the camp leader.  Before dinner every day, the boxes are brought to a table in front of the cafeteria.  Volunteers monitor the placing of point slips into the box, as the campers go to dinner.  The boxes are taken to the nightly staff meeting and counted.  The results are announced at the evening town meeting.   The camp leader must be sure that there are enough point slips on hand or make copies of more.  Every teacher should always have point slips on hand to give out.  As for the amount of points that a teacher can give out each day, the group of PCV’s should collectively agree on it and follow it (please see the end of this chapter for a template).  Negative points were held on to by the teachers that gave them until the staff meeting.

Lessons 

Two categories of lessons were selected for the camp: Social Issues classes and Elective classes.  The Social Issues selected were Leadership, Gender Issues and HIV/Sexual Health.  These subjects are all timely issues and neglected at most secondary schools.  They are also topics that are broad enough for the teachers to develop and adapt to their goals.  There is also a wealth of information on the PC library for PCVs to utilize.  The Elective classes offered were Journalism, Drama and American Music.  American Music is a topic that is usually popular with children, as well as having many lesson plans involving TEFL methodology on this topic.  Journalism was chosen to give kids the opportunity to practice their writing skills and also a forum to record their experiences in the camp.  Drama was chosen to encourage self-confidence and creative expression.  Each child took one class from each category, so that they attended two different classes a day.  The class size was 8-12 and the campers were organized into classes according to their age.  In choosing your subjects, remember that some may be sensitive issues.  Some children’s parents may ask you to remove them from a certain class.  Other students may ask to change their schedules around.  The camp leader must practice discretion in allowing changes and try to be as consistent as possible.  

Free Activities

While half of the camp attends their lessons, the other half are free to choose between a varying assortment of activities to participate in.  These free activities are organized by the team leaders and consisted of sports, arts-and-crafts, and games.  Ideas for free activities were brainstormed by everyone, then every night at the staff meeting, the team leaders chose three or four activities for the next day.  The camp organizer must tell the Ukrainian counterpart the free activities every night, because the Ukrainian counterpart must make an official Ukrainian language schedule for the next day that is posted for the authorities and parents (please see the chapter dedicated to this topic).

Special Projects


The Special Project hour is designed so that the students can take advantage of more talents that the PCV’s have to offer.  Some PCVs have special talents or pastimes that they can teach campers.  We tried to make sure a diverse group of campers had the opportunity to participate, so we chose campers by setting a quota for each team and letting the team select who from among them would participate.  We also had guest lecturers come during this time period.  These visits were arranged by the town administration.  Students were encouraged to attend these lectures by receiving point slips for attendance.  The town administration also found an art teacher that wanted to come and do crafts with campers during this time.  Ask your town administration what people in your community could come and work with the children.   Try to find people that have experience talking to groups or working with children.  An uninspired lecturer can ruin a topic for children.  

Daily Administration

· Making an official daily schedule and posting it. 

It is required by the administration that a daily schedule (detailing that day’s free activities, guest speakers, competitions, etc.) be posted on the camp bulletin board.  This notifies the administration and visiting parents of what will be happening.  Every night at the staff meeting, the next day’s schedule is organized.  Counterparts can then translate and post the schedule.
· Announcing activities

The campers are notified of the daily schedule during the town meeting every morning.  It is the responsibility of camp coordinator (you) to gather the campers and make announcements about that day.

· Showers

It is the responsibility of the Ukrainian camp director to maintain the shower facilities and organize showers for the kids.  You may have to arrange the shower schedule for the volunteers and give occasional reminders to the camp director to have water ready.  Shower issues will vary depending on facilities.
· Drinking water

In a campground there will usually not be any clean drinking water.  With 20 volunteers working hard, water was needed.  I arranged with a local storeowner to get 300 liters of water delivered to the campgrounds.  This eliminated the problems of buying water every day and carrying it by foot to the camp.  I suggest that even if you don’t do the same, you should determine where your source of clean drinking water would come from.

· Trips to town

Almost every day, a trip was made to town during the Free Hour to buy supplies and to copy handouts.  If the camp coordinator can get everyone a map of the town then the people responsible for going to town can rotate, giving each volunteer and well needed and deserved break.  If transportation in your town is not so good, ordering a taxi or getting a friend to help out with driving would save valuable time.

· Evening town meeting

Every evening during the last snack, a town meeting was held to announce the results of the point system for that day.  The team that won the most points that day got to wear the spirit hat for the whole next day.  We also gave out daily superlatives (certificates and prizes) for the best sportsman, the most creative, and the most spirited (please see the end of this chapter for templates).  

· Documenting the camp

Naturally, it is very important to make sure that someone documents the camp.  It can be a rotating responsibility or the camp coordinator may choose to do it himself/herself.  It would be nice to distribute any press clipping to both the students and to PC should they occur.

· Celebrating birthdays

The Ukrainian counterpart should make a list of birthdays to be celebrated in the camp.  Birthday children can be recognized at the evening town meeting.

· Cabin inspections

Every day at the end of the free hour, volunteers inspected each cabin and judged which was the cleanest.  The results were announced during the evening town meeting.

Orientation and other Little Things

Transportation: 

As camp organizer, you should learn the best routes to and from your site and send out an email informing volunteers of their travel options.  You should keep informed of when and how everyone is arriving.  Then you must arrange for their transportation from the station to the campground.  I hired the same parent who had transported our materials to stay for the afternoon and pick up volunteers.

Cabins, tours:

Once the volunteers arrive at the campsite, you should familiarize them with the area.  Lead a tour of the campsite and show which teams will live in what cabins, what tables are for what classes and so on.  Give the volunteers a chance to settle into the cabin.  Show the volunteers what resources are available to them and where these resources are located.

Passing out info

Every volunteer should receive a copy of the point system explanation, a daily schedule, and list of campers organized by their daily schedule.  The teachers should receive class lists and blank point slips.  The team leaders should receive a list of their team and Ukrainian counterpart.  

Expectations and rules 

You should spend time beforehand with your Ukrainian counterpart, establishing any rules or guidelines of behavior.  My counterpart, for example, had rules about how a volunteer should respond to a medical problem.  Be sure to clarify when free time begins and what volunteers can do during that time.

Equipment and materials

Show the volunteers their equipment and materials and explain where they should be kept.  Explain how these objects should be cared for, or if there are any restrictions on their use.

Collect medical documents

Collect the medical documents from volunteers and save them for the health inspector.  It is very important for both PCV’s to bring there medical documents and to keep them on hand in case any authority wishes to see them.  Copies can be made at the medical in the Peace Corps Office.

Brainstorming sheets for free activities and competitions

We put up blank sheets of paper on the walls and brainstormed ideas for free activities and competitions.  We could then use these ideas later in the week when planning the next day’s activities.  

Special projects

Ask your volunteers if any of them have special talents, interests, or activities that they would be willing to share with the kids.  These projects will take place during the Special Projects Hour.  Have a project leader specify how many kids can be in the project.  Divide the number of spaces available between the teams and have each team leader inform their team of their options and sign up campers for the projects.  They then take their lists to the project leader.

Making a totem hat  

At the end of each day, the team that won the most points for that day will receive the hat.  They must then wear the hat at all times during the following day and protect it from theft by the other teams.  The hat should be as silly and outrageous as possible.  Have the volunteers create the hat at orientation.

Opening Day
The opening ceremony is a tradition at Ukrainian camps.  It is an opportunity for officials to show their support for the camp and for parents and officials to observe the camp in action.  It can begin with the lineup of all the children, in teams with their team leaders.  They march to the center of camp and line up in front of the crowd.  Each team must step forward in turn and introduce themselves, and if you have one, shout your cheer/slogan.  The town officials will make speeches and then the camp organizers will have to make speeches as well.  This is usually the responsibility of the American camp organizer, and perhaps his/her coordinator. Be sure to thank every person who gave some sort of support to the town, especially town administration.  They will be very offended if you don’t thank them for their support and for coming to the meeting.  

The town officials usually bring some sort of presents for the children – balls, sports equipment, candy, etc.  If you have bought any materials for the camp, you should display them and explain about the grant that you used at this time.  It shows the town administration and parents that you have something tangible to offer their children.  Then the Ukrainian flag (and American, if you have one) is raised by the campers while the anthem(s) is (are) played.   

First town meeting

Later in the evening the first town meeting was held.  The rules of the camp, daily schedule, the point system, competitions, etc. were all explained to the children in English by the camp organizer.  Then the Ukrainian counterpart explains the rules in Ukrainian as well, in order to make sure all is understood.

Registration

Set up registration tables near the entrance to the camp.  The camper welcome packets should be marked with a sticker that says the camper’s name and team.  The folders should be sorted by hometown.  Assign volunteers working at the table to register different hometowns.  When a child comes to the desk, they should first be directed to the medical nurse and the bookkeeper to hand in their paperwork.  Then they should return to the registration table, to the volunteer handling their hometown.  They should be given a welcome packet, shown the contents, and directed towards the Ukrainian team leaders, who will show them to their cabins.  

Cabin Assignment

As previously mentioned, cabin assignment is executed by the Ukrainian counterpart and the Ukrainian team leaders should be in charge of this process.  However, some problems should be expected as friends may not all be together in the same cabin.  

Team building

During this time, the team leaders should be welcoming their team members.  Everyone on the team should take their nametag and write their name, team and team symbol.  The symbol should be a design they create and vote on themselves.  This is a time to come up with a team identity and slogan/cheer that supports it.  It is important that the team leaders have some ice breakers ready.  Different ages will be more outgoing than others initially.  A simple “2 Truths and 1 Lie” is a very easy ice-breaker.  

Big Bang Day (last day)

Round Table

On the last day of the camp, the campers shared information with town officials about what they had learned over the past two weeks.  My Ukrainian counterpart arranged with the town administration for officials to come and hold a round table with the most passionate students from each class selected by the teachers.  The preparation for the round table and the meeting itself are the responsibility of the Ukrainian counterpart, as they all take place in Ukrainian.  The teachers should help the children make posters and find extra information on the topic, as needed.  Anything produced during class, such as posters or crafts should be displayed outside the hall for parents and officials to see.  A table for each class along with a table for the activities carried out during the camp would give a good show.

Closing ceremony and concert

After the round table, there was a closing ceremony with the town administration.  This ceremony is very similar to the opening ceremony, with the line up and shouting of slogans.  Speeches are given and the camp should give the town officials some sort of small presents (photos or crafts made by kids) as a thank you.  Then the national anthems are played as the flag is lowered.  

Sports field day

On the last day of camp, a sports field day was organized as the last opportunity for teams to earn points.  After these competitions, volunteers added up the points.  All the individual classes had a “final project” so this served as the team leader’s “final project.”  There were a series of competitions, each that received various points depending on the place each team gets.  The competitions were Frisbee toss (for both distance and precision), 3-legged Man Race, Wheelbarrow Race, Water Balloon Toss, Soccer Penalty Kicks, Tug of War, and Scavenger Hunt.  Some of these competitions were held simultaneously so that a variety of kids were involved.  The scavenger hunt was held throughout the competition so those who were not participating in the individual competitions could help with this.  The scavenger hunt included: bug repellent, a volunteer’s nametag, a written poem about a volunteer, a proposal of marriage to a volunteer, dressing someone up as an animal, find a volunteer’s mom whose name is …., find a volunteer who has lived in 4 countries, etc.  This competition served perfectly as a last day event.  It was an excellent way for students and volunteers to run around once more.

Awards ceremony

Beforehand, volunteers had prepared a list of superlative camps and made certificates for them by hand.  At the ceremony these campers were awarded with their superlative.  Volunteers also recognized the Ukrainian teachers who had worked at the camp.  The winning team was announced as well.  

Talent show

The talent show was organized in order to showcase some of the talents campers had learned in camp.  There were performances from the drama class, an exhibition of Tae Kwando, and so forth.  Each team was also encouraged to show some sort of talent.  The camp organizer created the schedule of the talent show and posted it for the participants to read.  The camp organizer asked the disco deejay to arrive early in order to set up the sound equipment for the talent show.  At the end of the talent show all the volunteers and Ukrainian teachers sang a song for the campers.  

Party for winning team

During the evening snack, volunteers held an ice cream party for the winning team in the volunteer cabin.  It was generally thought that something better should have been done for the winning team.

Bonfire

As a tradition on the last night, volunteers made a bonfire in the stadium field.  There don’t seem to be any fire codes or restrictions about doing this, but be sure to check with your Ukrainian counterpart.

Adult’s party

On the last night the whole staff usually holds a closing party with food prepared by the cooks.  Check with your Ukrainian counterpart about traditions at your campground.  On  the following day, when all the kids are getting picked up, expect many parents to want to spread a small table and have a couple of drinks with some volunteers.

Chapter 3:

Lesson Plans

 SEQ CHAPTER \h \r 1In this section of the manual, you will find eleven sets of lessons plans for the following courses: Leadership and Civics, American Music, Drama, AIDS and Sexual Health, Journalism, and Gender Studies. These are lesson plans that have been used effectively verbatim.  Each course is formatted slightly differently due to the fact that different volunteers conducted different courses.  However, it remains fairly easy to follow.  You are free to follow them detail by detail if you so desire. That said, you are, of course, highly encouraged to add, alter, and expand!  Good luck!
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Campers, although extremely tired, still manage to show some spirit by making a poster for the volunteers.
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 SEQ CHAPTER \h \r 1Gender Studies
Gender Studies is an interesting and exciting course to teach in Ukraine. Here, we are constantly aware of gender stereotyping in our daily lives. What mid-20s female hasn’t been accosted for being unmarried and/or childless? And by that same token, what mid-20s male hasn’t been assumed to be an idiot in the kitchen, simply by virtue of his sex? 

Ukrainian women are given a singular path to follow - get married and have children. Ukrainian men are expected to be strong, masculine, bread winners. To diverge in any way is seen as suspicious. But by teaching this course we can expose Ukrainian youngsters to new ideas and concepts about gender and equality. Hopefully, as it did during Camp Big Bang, it will inspire hopeful dialog and thoughtful conversation. These classes are not meant to change Ukraine’s deep rooted culture, but rather to get students thinking about it - and to realize that they can have a hand in shaping their own futures. Nothing is already written in stone.
Lesson Title #1: Gender in music
Objective: To discuss how popular music affects us as women, as well as men.

Materials: 
Lyrics to “You Make Me Feel”



Carol King CD



CD Player



Flip chart paper and markers

Warm Up/Review: Who are your favorite singers? Brainstorm a list.

Introduction of New Material: Give background information on Carol King - she was the first popular female singer/songwriter in the 1970s. Play “You Make Me Feel.” 

Practice: Hand out lyrics. Discuss line by line.

Application: Go back to list of singers. What do they sing about? How do they make you feel? Who are singers that sing POSITIVE songs; what about NEGATIVE songs?

Cool Down/Review: What do you think about music now? How does it affect us?  

Lesson Title #2: Girls vs. Boys

Objective: To discuss the differences, strengths and weaknesses of girls and boys. As well as define stereotypes.

Materials:  Flip chart paper and makers

 SEQ CHAPTER \h \r 1Warm Up/Review: On large flip chart, have the following stereotypes written: 

Americans have lots of money

Ukrainians drink a lot of vodka 

Americans are fat 

Ukrainians are poor.

Introduction of New Material: On one flip chart, ask female students to describe the boys interms of personality, appearance, work ethic, occupation, habits, hobbies, etc. Then do the same with the males on another sheet of paper.

Practice: Now let the students rebut.

Application: Divide the students into mixed sex groups. Give each group one bullet point. Give them 10 minutes to brainstorm why it could be true, and why it could be false. Each group will then present and we will discuss.

Cool Down/Review: How do you feel about stereotypes now? Why are stereotypes damaging?

 SEQ CHAPTER \h \r 1Lesson Title #3: Self-esteem and body image
Objective: To make students aware of self-esteem and to discuss the factors that affect it, primarily, body image.

Materials: 
Flip chart paper and markers



Self esteem quiz



As many sheets of paper as there are students, labeled with students’ names

Warm Up/Review: Make each students compliment the next.

Introduction of New Material: Explain new vocabulary - self esteem, body image. Hand out self-esteem quiz and give students time to complete it. Discuss questions.

Practice: Brainstorm factors on a flip chart that can affect self-esteem. Discuss them. Leave time to focus on body image. Briefly show pictures of models and ask the students how that makes them feel. Why do they feel that way? Does it affect their self esteem?

Application: In groups, have students think of five ways that they can improve their self esteem and body image. Give them 10 minutes. Then have each group share their ideas and discuss.

Cool Down/Review: One more compliment...this time, pass around sheets of paper with each students name on it. Have each student write one compliment on the paper so that each student has a ‘compliment sheet’ to take home.

 SEQ CHAPTER \h \r 1Lesson Title #4: Skills Marketing
Objective: To teach students about how to market their skills, so that in the future, when they need to apply for a job or want to apply to do programs overseas, they know what is expected of them.

Materials:
Flip chart paper and markers



Sample resumes

Warm Up/Review: If someone asked you to name ONE thing you’ve done thus far in your life that you’d like to be known for, what would it be (hot potato toss)?

Introduction of New Material: What are things you’ve done in your life? Make a list on flip chart. What do prospective employers/schools want to know about? Make another list. When you apply for jobs, universities, overseas programs, often times the institution will ask for a resume.  The goal is to make what you have look as impressive as possible. Even if you’ve done nothing, you can make it look good.  Show resume. Explain layout.

Practice: Explain vocabulary - background information, education, work experience, extra curricular activities, hobbies. Discuss what would be appropriate information to put in each category. Make one resume together.

Application: Have students write their own DREAM resumes. Maybe someday they’ll come true!

Cool Down/Review: Discuss
Lesson Title #5: Trafficking of women
Objective: To make students aware of the dangers involved when women wish to ‘work abroad’ under dubious circumstances.

Materials:
Flip chart paper and markers



Nadia’s Story

Warm Up/Review: How many students know a women who works abroad? What does she do? Do you know anyone who has been sold in to slavery? You might. Share statistic that since 1991, half a million women from Ukraine have been trafficked.

Introduction of New Material: Explain new vocabulary - trafficking of women, prostitute, sex slaves.  Share facts/statistics on problem:

· Trafficking is not prostitution. Women think they’re being offered a real job, but are then forced to work as sex slaves.

· Women targeted are between 12-30 years of age.

· Almost half a million women have been trafficked from Ukraine since 1991.

· Ukraine has anti-trafficking laws, but they are seldom enforced.

Practice: Discuss - Why are women trafficked more easily than men? Self esteem, lack of information on the problem, domestic violence, economics, etc. Write on flip chart and discuss.

Application: Pass out Nadia’s Story. Give students time to read it. Have one student read it aloud. Discuss the story. What happened? Why? What could have Nadia done? (Have copies of passport, contact information, ask lots of questions BEFORE, learn the language...) What would YOU have done in her place?

Cool Down/Review: How can we stop the trafficking of women?

** The Peace Corps Resource Center has a video about trafficking of women from Ukraine. Ask Nastia Riznyk for details. You might want to offer a special screening of the video in addition to using this lesson.
Lesson Title #6: Gender and Advertising
Objective:  To raise awareness of the role gender and gender stereotypes play in advertising.

Materials:  Magazine advertisements that use gender stereotypes, my examples: a “Pantene” shampoo ad with a woman with beautiful hair, a “Metabolife” weight loss pill advertisement with a thin woman, a “L’Oreal” ad, a “Professional Power Dr. Chipper” wood chipper with a picture of a man using it to chip wood, a lawnmower ad picturing a man mowing the lawn, an ad for a desktop computer with a man holding it, 2 ads for yoghurt (without people in pictures, but mounted on pink paper).  Products typically marketed to one gender more than the other, enough for one product for 3 or 4 kids, my examples: empty dish soap bottles, empty shampoo packets, empty yoghurt containers…

Warm Up/Review: Ask questions about television advertisements, what do they usually notice about gender?  Discuss how certain products are usually marketed toward women (i.e. cleaning products) and certain products toward men (i.e. beer).  Discuss how each gender is used to sell certain products.

Application:  Pass out magazine ads—either give one to each pupil, or one to a pair.  Allow a few minutes to study the ads.  Ask: what is advertised?  Who normally uses it?  Is it possible for the opposite sex to use it (i.e. Do men ever eat yoghurt?  Do men need shampoo?  Can women mow the lawn?  Can women use a computer?  Can men wash dishes?)?  Do these ads succeed in marketing to their target consumers, i.e. do they boys want to buy the pink yoghurt?  Do the girls want to buy the lawnmower?

Discuss the gender stereotypes in these ads.  Do they exist?  What are they?  Are they accurate?  Also, to avoid confusion, note how women are used to sell “women’s” products like shampoo, but women are also used to sell products like beer to men.

Pass out the products to groups of 3 or 4.  Give them 5 to 10 (sometimes more) minutes to plan a skit that would market their product to the gender it is not usually marketed to.  For example, give an empty yoghurt container to one group and they have to make a skit that would market the yoghurt to men.  Give an empty soap bottle to a group and they have to make an ad marketing the soap to men.  Etc.

Watch skits, clear up any questions, discuss further if there is time and necessity.

Lesson Title #7:  I Am More Than You See!

**Original lesson plan by Sylvia Blanda can be found at www.ricw.state.ri.us/lessons.

Objectives: to promote awareness of similarities between genders and to see that we are more than “just boys” or “just girls.”

Materials: 
blank sheets of paper



Pens & pencils



flipchart of the “I AM” poem



blank flipchart.

Warm up/Review: no specific war up for the lesson, any warm up activity would be fine.

Application:  Give each pupil one piece of plain, white paper.  Divide the paper in half.  On one half, instruct them to draw an outline of themselves, like a silhouette.  **The original lesson plan advises each student to outline their bodies “life size.”  I thought this would be too expensive to use this much wallpaper, but if you can find a way that is practical that would work too!**

1. Discuss how the silhouettes are blank, much of what makes us unique cannot be see; it is more than gender.

2. Put up the flipchart “I AM” poster and give students time to copy it onto the other half of their paper, beside their silhouette.

3. Give them time to complete each line of the “I AM” poem by themselves.  It might help to have your own completed version to give them an example and idea, but explain that this is a very individual and personal poem.  

4. Have pupils draw at least one picture on or around their silhouette that reflects them, or represents something they like or believe, a picture that represents something about them.

5. The ones who are comfortable can share their poems and pictures and explain them.

6. Discuss the uniqueness of the silhouettes, identify similarities and differences based on gender.

**For a more advanced group, you can steer the discussion in this direction: How do gender biases effect the things we like and don’t like?  What factors outside of themselves (social factors) influence these likes and dislikes?  What factors influence gender discrimination?**

Lesson Title #8:  What’s the Difference Between Boys and Girls?

Objectives: To make students aware of perceived differences between boys and girls.  To discuss whether or not these perceived differences are valid and true, or stereotypes.  To discuss whether or not the students agree with the assertions in the article and why or why not.

Materials:
Reading handout “What’s the Difference Between Boys and Girls?” Timesaver 


Reading Lessons, Mary Glasgow Magazines, and imprint of Scholastic Inc.




Vocabulary cards—make 2 sets of vocabulary cards (or more if your group is larger than about 10).  Cut 28 sheets of plain white paper in half and write one vocabulary word on each pieces of paper, make sure you write each vocab word twice so that you have 2 sets of words.  Write definitions for each word on the other pieces of paper, again making 2 sets of definitions.  Vocabulary words are given in the hand out


A flip chart with the following statements (found in the handout)



1)   They definitely mature faster!



2)   At fifteen they behave like adults and wear smart clothes.



3)   They think more simply.  They don’t complicate things.



4)   They are better at looking after children.



5)   They don’t like showing their feelings.

6)   They are impossible to argue with.  They ignore you when they don’t want to learn.



7)   When they are in large groups, they behave like idiots.



8)   They are better at horse riding and listening to people’s problems.

Three pieces of paper, one that says “agree,” one that says “don’t know,” and one that says “disagree.”  **note** if you want, you can add a “strongly agree” or “strongly disagree” card.

Warm-up:  ask if they think there are differences between boys and girls.  If so, what?  Differences in behavior?  Differences in activities they should / should not enjoy?  Differences in activities they do well?  Differences in appropriate professions?  If you want, you can write down their ideas on a blank flipchart.

**These questions can be varied with the level of the group, these are merely ideas**

Application:  Pass out vocabulary.  Divide the class into 2 groups.  Give each group one set of words and one set of definitions.  In groups, have them match the words to the definitions.  When they are finished, discuss and make sure their matching was correct, answer any questions.  **Vocabulary does not necessarily have to be introduced this way, other activities can work well, also.**

Show the flipchart with 8 questions.  Explain that these are quotes from the article.  Go through the questions one at a time and have them try to guess who said each sentence—a boy or a girl—and who it is about (boys or girls).

Pass out reading handouts and read aloud one at a time.

Go back to flipchart and check previous answers.

Put up “agree” “disagree” and “don’t know” signs.  Read each of the 8 sentences.  After each sentence, have them go to the sign that expresses their feelings about the assertion.  Discuss opinions for each one.

**You don’t have to do this using the signs; if students seem willing to have an open, lively discussion without it, that’s fine.**

Lesson Title #9:  Life Doesn’t Frighten Me

**Original lesson plan by Anthony Loffredio (Secondary educational practicum student assisted by Professor David Cappella) can be found at www.ricw.state.ri.us/lessons 

Objective: to break down stereotypes of fears by gender.  There are fears common to both genders and one gender is not “stronger” than the other.

Materials: 
Poem “Life Doesn’t Frighten Me” by Maya Angelou (enough copies for each 


pupil to have one), 



blank flipchart



markers (2 colors or more is helpful).

Warm Up/Review:  Have students name as many fears as they can think of.  Write them on the flipchart.

Application:  Pass out poem, give them time to read it silently.

Read the poem aloud together.

Discuss the poem, some questions listed for the original lesson are provided below, but they may need to be adapted depending upon the age and level of the students.  Also, you probably will not need all of the questions.

1. What kind of stance does the speaker take against her fears in life?

2. How does she deal with them?

3. Do you see her conquering her fears or denying that she is actually afraid of them?

4. If she is in fact not afraid, why do you think that this is so?

5. Should she be afraid of the things listed in the poem?

6. Why does she strongly refuse to be afraid of these things in life?

7. What would it make her if she actually was afraid of any of these things?

8. Would she be fitting a stereotype or a gender-biased opinion?

9. Do you find it interesting or even surprising that these things do not frighten the speaker?  Why or why not?

10. What is the speaker saying about boys and girls her age in the fifth stanza?  Should they frighten her?  Do you think that she fits in with them?

11. Besides her saying so repeatedly, what else can you point out as evidence of her fearlessness in the poem?

12. Would anything in this poem honestly frighten you?

13. Did Angelou’s apparently fearlessness towards the thing in the poem contradict what you think females are generally frightened of?

Return to the flipchart of fears they listed at the beginning of class.  With different colored markers, identify which fears they think are common for boys/men and which ones are common for girls/women.

Discuss whether or not they believe these are stereotypes or facts.  Compare and contrast their fears to those in the poem.  Are any of the fears in the poem gender-specific?  Does the poem convince you that some gender-based fears may not be what you think?  Are there any indications in the poem of how girls fear boys or boys fear girls?  How do both genders cope with fear in a positive way?

Objective: To increase pupil’s awareness of the roles women played in WWII.

Materials: 
Flipcharts with information about said women, vocabulary cards (two sets or more depending upon the size of the group).  This lesson requires military terminology  that the students may not have encountered before.  I used the following 11 
words: Pilot, sortie, dog fight, aviator, sniper, draft, guerrillas, scout, regiment, combat, enemy.
Cut 22 pieces of plain paper in half.  On one half, write one word.  On the other half, write the definition of the word.  Do this twice so that you have 2 sets of 
vocabulary words and definitions.

Warm up/Review: ask questions such as the following:

· What do you know about WWII? (sometimes called “The Great Patriotic War” here)

· Can you name any famous people from the War?

· When you think of soldiers from WWII, who do you see?

· Can you name any famous women from WWII?

· How do you think women were involved in WWII?

Explanation of the lesson: This lesson is about the role of Soviet women in WWII.  So often in recorded history, women’s stories and contributions have been left out.  We hear often about men’s activities in WWII, so this lesson is about women who served the Soviet military in WWII.

Introduce vocabulary – divide the group into 2 groups (or more if there are more than 8 to 10 pupils).  Give each group a set of vocabulary words and a set of definitions.  Give them time to work on their own matching definitions to words.  Review vocab, clear up any questions, provide further information and explanations if needed.

**As in other lessons, this is not the only effective way to introduce vocabulary.**

Discuss women from WWII:

**The following information is what I chose to teach, but this is flexible, and there are plenty of resources to provide different information on this topic.  There are also other notorious women who fought for the Soviet Union in WWII you can choose to teach about.  You can tailor it any way you like.  This is but one example.**

History and statistics (from www.gendergap.com – Marilyn Brown)

*Later in the war, the Soviet Union drafted women who did not have children

*At least 800,000 women fought in the war, more than 70% of them on the front lines.

*100,000 women were decorated (given special awards) for their excellence, brave service.

Tamara Alexandranovna – commander of the Russian All Female Airborne Unit.  Flew more than 400 sorties and 125 combat engagements.  She and the women she commanded shot down 38 enemy aircraft.

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NADIA’S STORY







My name is Nadia. I am twenty-two years old and three years ago I entered a university. Then, my father died and my family had no money. When I was looking for work, a man offered me a well-paying job as a waitress in Germany. I took the job. But instead of working as a waitress, I was taken to a hotel in Germany and told I would work as a prostitute. I was punished when I refused to work; my documents were gone, I didn’t know the language and I owed the men money. One night, two men at the hotel began to fight. The police came and arrested everyone who did not have documents. From prison, I called the Ukrainian Embassy and they helped me return home.
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American Music is always a popular course at camp. After 

all, who doesn’t love music? The object of this course is to

 trace the history, origins and influences of and on

 American Music from early slave spirituals to current artists. The course covers American music forms like Blues, Jazz, Country, Rock, R&B, Rap, and Hip-Hop, which are loved and studied world wide. It’s fun to have music playing when students arrive to class – then you can ask them about the music as your warm up. What is it called? Do you like it? Some of these lessons worked with some of the groups at Big Bang and others didn’t. You really have to see what kind of a response you are getting and roll with it.  You may have to tailor the lessons to your student’s English level. Remember that if you are excited about your subject matter – your students will be too. Feel free to add songs or remove songs. I spent a lot of time with early music but combined the 70’s, 80’s and 90’s into one lesson. These could easily be expanded into their own lessons. 
Lesson Title #1: Intro to American Musictc "Lesson Title\: Intro to American Music"
Objective:  SWBAT  (“students will be able to”) understand the objectives of the class which are to trace the history, origins and influences of  and on American music from early “American music” slave spirituals to current artists. 

Materials: 
Clips of various music samples: Blues, Jazz, Country, Rock, Pop, Big Band, 


Rhythm and Blues, crooners, musicals, Reggae, Disco; 

wallpaper, blackboard or white board to write students responses and list types of music.

Warm up:  Staff/Class Introductions : Each person sings a line from their favorite song and the next person in the circle has to sing all of the ones coming before and add their own to it. At first the students may seem apprehensive, but if you start it off and aren’t afraid to make a fool of yourself – they will go along with it. 

Describe Syllabus for the class:  History, blues, folk, protest, country, Hollywood, 50’s 60’s 70’s 80’s, 90’s and current.Introduction:  Play a short sample of many different types of music… all American – what do they have in common? What makes them different from each other?tc "Introduction\:  Play a short sample of many different types of music… all American – what do they have in common? What makes them different from each other?"
Some examples of what to play:

Just play a little of different types of music – ask the students if they know what it is called.  For example, Jazz, Blues, Rock, Hip Hop, Rap, Country, Disco, Pop, Rap, Reggae, Folk, Country, Classical, spirituals, show tunes, Techno.

After listening – you can make a list of the different types of music on a whiteboard.

Ask them if they can distinguish different types of instruments, ie.,  electric guitar, drums, horns, etc.

Discuss what music is used for, i.e., communication,  protests,  to vent feelings such as happiness or despair, to tell stories, for artistic expression, etc.

Have students voice their opinions about which types of music they like/dislike and why.

Lesson Title #2: Spirituals
Objective:  SWBAT recognize call and response songs and discuss uses of spiritual hymns. Introduce students to slave spirituals and work songs

Materials:  
“Swing Low Sweet Chariot” “Po Lazarus” (from soundtrack of “ O Brother 


Where art Thou”) 

Background Information: tc "Background Information\:"EVOLUTION OF BLACK MUSICtc "EVOLUTION OF BLACK MUSIC"
The music of the Africans found its way into America and would eventually evolve into the only style of music to develop in the United States. While the slave trade and slavery was awful, the music that developed from those peoples evolved into the greatest and most recognizable music forms in America. The music began in the fields among the slaves. They used it as a form of communication about the Underground Railroad and as spiritual hymns to lift their heavy hearts. Discuss slave spirituals. Spirituals – using songs as a means of communicating, expressing sorrow, joy, learning Bible stories. Slaves had no other way of communicating without suffering some sort of punishment.

The first songs were inspired by African music even if tunes were taken from European hymns. Many were sung in the style called call and response. One singer would sing a line and the group follows the line with their own response. Give an example of call and response – ask the students to repeat a line after you have sung it.

Explain: Spirituals, Seculars, Shouts, Field Hollers/Work Songs (see “Sky Was Yellow and the Sun was Blue” by Thomas A. Dorgan Jr.)

Talk about the words to “Swing Low Sweet Chariot “ - explain that words reflected messages about the Underground Railroad and about the dual meanings of the lyrics.

Work Songs: used to coordinate work in the fields

Play “Po Lazarus.”  See if students can identify the sounds or the words. Then pass out the words. Explain that this is a chain gang working on chopping wood and that the rhythm of the song keeps the beat, keeps the work in time. Explain what a chain gang is and any new words in the lyrics. Explain about different dialects in the United States. Lawd is actually Lord spelled as it is pronounced.

Lesson Title #3: Bluestc "Lesson Title\: Blues"
Objective:  SWBAT understand the roots of early American Blues music, and how the Blues affected the lives of the musicians and also the listeners.  SWBAT identify the AAB  pattern. The Blues is one of the styles of music that contains some of the most interesting autobiographical information and revealing statements in Western music. It is both intensely personal and also a social commentary.

Materials:  
Written out lyrics of “Drunken Hearted Man”, “Long Distance Call”, “Boom 


Boom.

Warm Up:  Review previous types of music learned-- spirituals and work songs.  You can have a short quiz at the beginning of each lesson to see how much students can remember.

Ask students about different colors and the emotions they make you think of. Red: anger, Yellow: happiness, Black: depression, Green: Energy, Blue: blues – feeling down, etc. This will lead into this topic of  “Blues”

Application:

1. Brief history of the blues.  Blues, another type of African-American music, traced its roots from spirituals. Blues has many different themes, as well as numerous styles. Themes contained in blues can be that of emptiness or sorrow, as well as a comic relief to life's many difficulties. Discuss where BLUES came from and how the blues were affected by the end of slavery and what was going on in America at that time. Blues is now used to entertain and to make a living.  Blues further developed after slavery because black Americans had more time for leisure activities.  However, there were new social and economic problems.  Also go through what the slaves were doing with their newfound freedom.  Was life what they expected, did everything turn out as they had planned.

2. Play the songs, making sure to point out the AAB pattern and how it relates to the call and response style: “Drunken Hearted Man” by Robert Johnson, “Long Distance Call” by Muddy Waters, “Boom Boom” by John Lee Hooker. The AAB pattern is two lines repeated and then a new third line. Often the last word of the third line rhymes with the last word of the first two. You can point this out, but reinforce that this is not always the case, as in the Phish song. After each song go through the songs asking the students what they think the lyrics mean. The blues has the ability to provoke laughter from an audience that identifies with the experience, or the novel way in which it is described.  Although the students might not understand all of the words they get a feel for the song by the way it is sung and also the way it is played.

3. One way to involve students, to make sure they are listening, and to get them moving around is to use a listening activity.  One very successful activity took minimal preparation and was lots of fun.  First you should estimate how many students you have in class.  Next, choose words in the song that are interesting, easily heard or recognized by students, or are repeated more than once.  Write those words on pieces of paper.  Pass one word out to each student.  Then play the song and when students hear their word, they must stand up and make a line.  If they hear their word again in the song, they must go to the front of the line.  Students must constantly pay attention and listen for their word, so this activity can help to keep them from being bored.

Point out the fact that words are not always used, as in the hmmm, hmmm, hmmm.

Lesson Title #4: The Blues; Part 2tc "Lesson Title\: The Blues; Part 2"
Objective:  SWBAT write their own blues lyrics. Students will continue with their learning of the blues and how it has been a part of American life.  Also during the lesson students will see how this music helped break down racial and social barriers.

Materials:  
“Stormy Monday” lyrics written out on paper that can be cut up line by line,  


“Alumni Blues” and “Stormy Monday” lyrics. “Big Boss Man” and “Sloppy 


Drunk”

While playing the blues – ask the students if the singers sound happy – what are they singing about?  Lack of jobs, loss of love, home, etc

Warm Up/Review:  Review the AAB pattern and topics for blues music  

Application:  Play “Stormy Monday”. Write out the lyrics and cut up the lines. Have the students work in teams to put them back together. Cover new vocabulary. You could also have the students try to put the lines in order before hearing the song and then play the song for them to check their answers.

We now have blues with new major theme. “Big Boss Man” and “Sloppy Drunk” show Blues is color blind and both black and white audiences appreciate these songs. 

Write out lyrics of “Alumni Blues”on wallpaper/blackboard and leave out last word of the third line of each verse. Ask students to fill in the missing word. They assume the next line will rhyme but it does not. Next play the song and have them listen to the actual lyrics.

Have students write their own blues song.  Split class up into groups of 3 or 4 and have them write a 3-verse Blues song.  Then the groups will perform their songs in front of the class.  This isn’t as hard as it sounds a 3 verse Blues song only has 6 different lines following the AAB style of Blues singing. You can also have them work individually -- it just depends on how confident they are.  Give them a little introduction  (like “ba-dum, ba-dum-bum-bum-ba-da-da-dum”) together as a class if you wish.

Lesson Title #5:  Bluegrass and Early Country Music tc "Lesson Title\:  Bluegrass and Early Country Music "
Objective: Students will begin to understand the foundation of Country music.  Students will understand the basic elements of Country music mostly focusing on Bluegrass

Materials:  
Copies of the lyrics to “In the Jailhouse Now” by Jimmie Rodgers, “I’m so 


Lonesome I Could Cry” by Hank Williams, “A Boy Named Sue” Johnny Cash 


and “Keep on the Sunny Side”

Warm Up/Review:  Review previous styles of music learned. Work songs, blues…

In the beginning of the lesson give a short history of country music. The different instruments used, its influences, and the different styles that make up Country music, Hillbilly, Old Country, Nashville, Western Swing, cowboy songs, Bluegrass. The definition of traditional country music generally refers to the rural music of Appalachia and the U.S. South. This music influenced everything from the Blues to Rock and Roll.

“Country music used to represent horses, railroads, land, judgement day, family, hard times, whiskey, courtship, marriage, adultery, separatism, murder, war, prison, rambling, damnation, home, salvation, death, pride, humor, piety, rebellion, patriotism, larceny, determination, tragedy, rowdiness, heartbreak, love, mother, and God” – Johnny Cash.

Application:  Begin the lesson with the early forms of Country music and then explain how the radio made it possible for Country music to spread across the U.S.

· Play Jimmie Rodger’s “In the Jailhouse Now”.  After each of the songs discuss the lyrics with the students asking them different questions about how the songs make them feel. What are the themes?  What are the lyrics about?  Country music is similar to the Blues but the music sounds different, more upbeat even though the subject matter is not happy. Ask what different instruments the students hear.  The theme of jailhouses will start to repeat.

· Another fun activity to do with this song is to write up the lyrics and make them into a mad lib.  Leave blanks in the lyrics and without showing them to the students ask them for nouns, verbs, adjectives, etc.  Write in the words the students give and when the song is complete, read it to them.  We left out words such as: “Bob,” “steal,” “gamble,” “rob,” “jailhouse,” etc.  Choose whichever words you want.

· Give a short history of Bluegrass. While Hillbilly music was becoming more popular and commercialized, some musicians felt a need to return to the old time country songs. Bluegrass was the answer. Bluegrass was a combination of Hillbilly, Folk and different types of Country music. Songs were mostly about things that were important to people, such as religion, daily life, love, home and family. Traditionally always played on acoustic instruments including the banjo, guitar, fiddle, mandolin, and bass.  Talk about the influence of Bluegrass and the different styles that are incorporated into the sound.  Go over the components of Bluegrass, the different style of playing, pointing out how Bluegrass is one of the very few styles of country music that is still performed today much as it was when it first started out. Early bluegrass bands used spoons, bones, washboards and harmonicas. It’s usually high energy and has a fast tempo.  Play “Keep on the Sunny Side of Life.”

· Play “A Boy Named Sue.” Point out how Johnny Cash was heavily influenced by traditional folk music. Then introduce new vocabulary and phrases putting them on the poster board before giving students copies of the lyrics.  Ask students what they think the song is about.  After that split the class into groups of 3 or 4 and hand out copies of the lyrics.  With the first five verses cut up into separate lines and the last five verses cut up with the whole verse kept together.  Then ask the students to put the song together pointing out the similarities between the song and early folk ballads, a story in 10 verses with a beginning, middle, and end.  This bridges the two different lessons together and shows the students how all of these different musical styles relate and influence each other.  As the students put the song together give them hints and help them along. After the students completed putting the song back together, play the song.  They can check their answers while listening.  Again ask them what they think it is about.

Lesson Title 6:  Rock and Rolltc "Lesson Title\:  Rock and Roll"
Objective: Leave Blues/Country behind and enter into rock-n-roll territory. Elvis bridges the gap between black and white music aided by television. Students will have an understanding of all the different music that goes into rock n roll and hopefully will appreciate it.

Materials:  
“Come on a My House” by Rosemary Clooney, 



Dean Martin’s “Kick in the Pants” and “Johnny B. Goode” by Chuck Berry. 


“Hound Dog”  and “Burnin Love”,  by Elvis Presley, written out lyrics to “Rock 

and Roll Music” “Johnny B. Goode,” “That’s All Right”

The 50’s: Before you start lecturing, ask the students if they know anything about the U.S. during the 1950s.  Then explain the context of the beginnings of Rock and Roll.  WWII is over.  Men are back at work in the factories. The women are home cooking and cleaning. Television and washing machines are introduced into the home. A time of leisure and - Rosemary Clooney – “Come on a My House.” After the war people had money to spend and lots of free time so there was a lot of entertaining and people liked to listen to crooners like Frank Sinatra, Dean Martin, Rosemary Clooney. They watched TV – programs such as the Ed Sullivan Show (later famous for having the Beatles with their long hair on the show).  Explain to the students what made Rock-n-Roll possible -- the emergence of the teenager as a consumer in America during the early 1950’s and the fact that they didn’t like the popular music of the time. 

Talk about some of the early rock n roll stars, Elvis Presley, Chuck Berry and others.tc "Talk about some of the early rock n roll stars, Elvis Presley, Chuck Berry and others."
Application: Play “Come On a My House” by Rosemary Clooney.  Can the students pick out any of the words? Make a list on the board.  Then pass out the lyrics – listen again. Point out the lightheartedness.

Next play Dean Martin’s “Ain’t Love a Kick in the Head, and/or “You’re nobody Til Somebody Loves You”. See how teenagers might rebel against this and want….their own music.

You can also play other Elvis songs. Then play Johnny B. Goode. Have the students discuss the lyrics, how the music makes them feel. Ask them if it sounds different from blues, country, etc.  You can finish up playing “A Little Less Conversation”. Show how a song that was written so long ago – can still sound good today when re-mixed.

Lesson Title #7:  Folk Music/Folk Music revivaltc "Lesson Title\:  Folk Music/Folk Music revival"
Objective:  Go through rally and protest songs and discuss the impact of the folk revival on traditional folk music as well as other styles of music and on the American culture. Also mention the emergence of a new class of people able to buy music:  teenagers

Materials:  
Written out lyrics to “Where Have all the Flowers Gone” (the lyrics can be in the form of a circle with flowers, followed by young girls, young men, soldiers, graveyards and back to flowers).  “Blowin in the Wind” “This Land is your Land”

Application:  Explain how more teenagers had started to go to college after World War II and with this boom in American universities come new ideas and ways of thinking.

Start off with an explanation of the rally and protest style of folk songs.  Go over major folk artist:  Woody Guthrie, Pete Seeger and Bob Dylan explaining how these are three of the most influential folk musicians ever.

Play examples of the different types of folk music.  First play “ This Land is Your Land.”  Ask if this song can be applied to Ukraine.  You can have half the class rewrite the lyrics to apply to Ukraine and half the class draw what the song means to them in terms of Ukraine. When they are finished, they can read or sing their songs or explain their drawings.

Write the lyrics to “Where have all the Flowers Gone?” on a whiteboard or blackboard.  Seeger wrote “Where have all the flowers gone” after reading “All Quiet on the Don” by Mikhail Sholokhov.  Seeger felt that every generation had seen war and people need to remember the past in order not to forget it. The original song is about a Cossack village on the Don River, which flows from the central steppes of Russia to the Black Sea.  In the song the men leave for military training camp and will soon be fighting in the Russian Civil War

The wife of one of the departing men is singing her baby to sleep:

“Where are the geese?”

“They’ve gone to the reeds.”

“Where are the reeds?”

“The girls have pulled them up.”

“Where are the girls?”

“They’ve taken husbands.”

“Where are the Cossacks?”

“They’ve gone to war.”

Pete Seeger wrote his version in 1961.  Seeger was born in 1919 had served in the Second World War, only to see it followed by the Korean War. For Seeger it looked like every generation of boys in America were going to war, just as the Cossacks. So Seeger changed the song to make it more American. The initial meaning of the song wasn’t changed just a few of the words, so that Americans could relate to the song.  For example, reeds were changed into flowers, but as in the Cossack song, young girls are still picking them and marrying young men that go off to war. Seeger goes on to sing how the young men are killed and buried.  Only to have the graves forgotten with a new generation of young girls picking the flowers off of the graves, and marrying the young men that go off to war.  Each verse ends with Seeger asking, “When will they ever learn?  Oh, When will they ever learn?” To help the students better understand, liken it to a circle. Draw a diagram flowers young girls young men soldiers graveyards flowers, young girls, etc….the cycle.

This song demonstrates how Americans were influenced by European folk songs and how they changed them and made them into something more personal.  Many students may also know the above author.

Lesson Title #8: Folk music/Bob Dylan
Objective:  Talk about how during this time in America the youth were not very interested in their parents’ ideals and values and began to come up with a set of their own. Music played a very big role and songs now had meanings and social values of their own.

Materials: 
Lyrics to “The Times they are A-Changin”,  “Knockin on Heaven’s Door”

Procedure:  First play “The Times they are A-Changin.’”  Have half the class count how many times they hear the word “come” and the other half can count “changing.”  (There are 5 of each.)  Next pass out the lyrics.  Play “The Times They are A-Changin” and explain how music was influencing the ideas of the youth.  After each verse stop the tape and go over what each line means, literally and figuratively.  Ask the students what the words mean to them and if it can be applied to Ukraine.  Can they correct the grammar in the lyrics?

Lesson Title #9:  Protest Musictc "Lesson Title\:  Protest Music"
Objective:  Discuss the idea how American youth during this time felt that they could change the world with protesting and the effect of the Vietnam War. 

Materials:  
Written out lyrics to Buffalo Springfield’s “For What it’s Worth” and Don 


MacLean’s  “American Pie”

New Vocabulary/Phrases:  field day, heat hooray, the man, in a terrible jam, way down yonder, pearly gates, whoopee, those reds, commie, kingdom come, tools fo the trade, hesitate, come home in a box, Parris Island, inmates, asylum, gung ho, spastic, tameless horses, home front, Bob Hope, in the palm of our hand, rotors, tin soldiers, and cutting us down.

Procedure:  Explain how protest music started moving from the folk scene to Rock ‘n’Roll using “For What It’s Worth” as an example.  Put words to the song on the white board, leaving blanks with numbers.

Lesson Title #10:  Show tunes - Hollywoodtc "Lesson Title\:  Show tunes - Hollywood"
Objective: Introduce students to show tunes. Using music to create atmosphere, tell story. West Side Story, Sound of Music.

Materials:  
“I Want to live in America” from West Side Story 



“My Favorite Things” from “The Sound of Music

Application:  “West Side Story”:  When Jerome Robbins, Leonard Bernstein and Arthur Laurents originally conceived the idea of writing a musical version of William Shakespeare's Romeo and Juliet, they planned to call it East Side Story and center it around a star-crossed romance between Jewish boy and an Italian Catholic girl. Because of other commitments, however, they were forced to shelve the project for six years, and by the time they returned to it, they decided that this idea had lost its social relevancy. Instead, they would tell the story of a native-born Polish boy and a Puerto Rican girl newly arrived in America--and they would set it against the backdrop of clashing street gangs on the city's West side. At this point, Bernstein decided against writing his own lyrics and offered the job to a virtually unknown lyricist named Stephen Sondheim. 

West Side Story remains true to its Shakespearean model. Things look good for the young lovers in the beginning, but when Tony--much like Romeo--accidentally kills his lover's brother while trying to break up a rumble, violence erupts. The musical received rave reviews for its unflinching portrayal of gang life.

West Side Story opened at the Winter Garden Theatre on September 26, 1957 and ran for 732 performances before going on tour. The 1961 film version featured Richard Beymer, Natalie Wood, George Chakiris and Rita Moreno.Discuss the story line- immigrants from Puerto Rico move to New York and pros and cons about living in America. Discuss the lyrics, and the stereotypes they embody.

Lesson Title #11: 70’s, disco, 80’s

Objective:  Describe 70’s and 80’s music highlighting Disco

Background: During and after protest music of the 60’s and 70’s, there was a resurgence of rock. Glam Rock - Van Halen,  Folk Rock,- America, and Surf Rock - Beach Boys. Bands like Chicago added  brass and horns to the music of the time. There was also Detroit sounds – Motown  (from the nickname of Detroit – Motor city) with bands and artists like Ike and Tina Turner, the Spinners, the Supremes, Barry White, Al Green, and James Brown.

Procedure:

Play different songs by the various artists and ask if the students can identify new instruments heard in the songs. 
Next mention the word DISCO. Ask the students what it means to them. Everyone has heard of disco and probably goes to one on the weekend. 
Play “YMCA” by Village People – Have the students spell the song with their bodies.

After this you can explain that disco was ‘dead’ by the 80’s. MTV entered the scene in 1983. Video killed the radio star. Everyone was making videos – it was more important to look good than to create good music. Some early American stars of MTV are Madonna and Michael Jackson.

The 80’s also saw the birth of grunge music from the Seattle area – bands like Nirvana. 

As far as procedure – I would just play some music and see if the students can express their feeling about the music or what they think the artists were feeling when creating the music.

Lesson Title #12:  1990’s  to current music and Wrap-Up
Objective:  SWBAT identify early influences on the current music scene

Play different songs. Ask if the students can understand what the singer is saying, and if so, do they undertand the lyrics?

The 90’s: We are introduced to Techno groups such as Moby and  Hip Hop, and many pop artists such as Jennifer Lopez, Britney Spears, Christina Aquillera.

Other artists such as No Doubt and Outkast

Review the different genres covered in the lessons. Ask if the students think any of the current artists were influenced by those who came before them. 

For a final project – the students could sing a song – one of the blues riffs they wrote, or display some of the pictures they drew.

A lot of the history in these lessons was borrowed from “The Sky was Yellow and the Sun was Blue” by Thomas A. Dorgan, Jr. available in Kiev PC Library.
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Although you cannot force someone to be creative or bestow a person with phenomenal acting

talent and instinct, you can provide him/her with a learning environment where he/she has the

opportunity to use his/her own creative spirit in producing work that he/she otherwise would not

have been given the chance to do.  The purpose of the course is not to drill out thespians, but to

have fun with Drama, and to have fun with English.

The following lesson plans consist of three sections: Warm-up, Activities, and Notes to the

instructor, with the notes being incorporated into the activity section.  Using the three components,

you, the instructor, can lead a very successful course.  The warm-ups and activities however, are

purely recommendations, based on what worked in my teaching experience.  They can be improved,

changed, shortened, lengthened, omitted, or new versions can be created if so desired.  

Activities listed here might resemble others that you have taken part in, but maybe knew by a

different name.  That is very possible, because I never knew the names to the activities I performed

(and they in fact did not need names to be done), but for clarification purposes I have named each

activity.  

If an activity is not producing a desired response or is not proving very interesting to the students,

feel free to move on to another.  Not all the activities listed for a lesson need to carried out.  If the

students are having fun and being creative with one of the activities, keep doing it as long as they

want to, while also considering your time constraints.  Use these plans but remember that you have

the opportunity to make the course your own. 

Lesson 1: Introduction

You should introduce yourself to the students (of course allowing them to ask questions), and welcome

the students to the course.  

Drama requires being relaxed and receptive towards your creative energies, working as a team, and

understanding the piece to be acted or worked on.  Advise the students that you will expect them to be

prepared to think outside of the box, to be as energetic as they can be, and that you want them to be ready

to do things they might not normally do around strangers.  There are lots of roles that someone can have

in the field of Drama, and throughout the course, students will be involved in the many different

responsibilities of putting on a dramatic production (the final project is in fact a performance for the camp

talent show... don't stress that too much, since this could be a student's first exposure to acting, and they

might fear the stage).  The most important task the students have however, is to be ready to be silly and

to have fun.

Every lesson will start with a short series of warm-ups.  These warm-ups are very important, as they allow

the students a chance to focus their energies and attention on the tasks for the day, and to loosen their face

and body muscles in preparation for unexpected movements and expressions.

Lead the students through a short meditation experience. Speak in a calm and soothing voice.  Have the

students clear their minds and think of a happy place.  Ask them to create the image so completely in

their minds, that they hear wind rustling through the trees or the sound of the waves on the shore, that

they smell the pine trees in the forest or the sea air.  The students can sit or lie down with their eyes

closed.  Have them slowly tighten their muscles, one by one, and while taking deep breathes, release

them.  They exhale deeply.  With each exhale, they should imagine all of the toxins in their bodies

escaping, leaving them clean and refreshed.

You get the idea, right?

Have each student give the class a stretch to do.  Then when finished, shake your body out with a funny

noise (they always crack up), and have them do it too.

Vocal Preparation

Choose a tongue twister or something you know and love (a favorite song? the musical notes?) to help

the group warm-up their vocal chords.

Mimicking (Follow the Leader)tc "Mimicking (Follow the Leader)"
Adding a Movetc "Adding a Move"
Mimicking
In all essence, this activity is "Follow the Leader,"  with more emphasis on exact movement replication (well, at least I think so, because honestly, I don't really remember playing Follow the Leader when I was young...). 

One person is selected to lead by choosing actions and movements for the rest of the group to recreate, while the whole group moves around the classroom/stage in a single file line.  Each student will follow those movements as exactly as possible, getting their cues on action and movement changes from the person in front of him/her, if they cannot see the leader.

Rotation of the leaders is very important, and will depend on you, the instructor.  The student in the lead will stay in that position until you call for a change.  You should use a simple word to signal the change, like "change" or "next," or by calling the next student's name.  At that point, the second student in line moves to the front of the line while the old leader moves to the end of the line to await another turn.  The switch should be carried out without disrupting the flow of the activity.

Notes to the instructor on introducing and leading the activity:  Inform the students that although it might not seem like such a serious activity, it is a good way to start paying attention to the actions of their fellow actors and artists.  The students should also be encouraged to use all the space and objects in the room or on the stage area, so as to better familiarize themselves with their workplace.  The actions they make can be any combination of movements, for example, if there is a table on the stage, the leader can crawl under it, run around it, or drum on the surface as he/she passes by.  

The activity can run as long as necessary, or as long as interest lasts, but all students should be given the chance to lead.

Adding a Move
The students arrange themselves on stage in rows, with enough space around them to make whole body movements.  You start the activity by making some sort of movement that does not go beyond the space around you.  The movement can range from simple (like a small jump in place) to complex (for instance, some foot stomping and hand clapping combination).  Everyone then repeats the movement in unison.  Then, the first student to have his/her turn must repeat the original movement and add one of his/her own.  The group then repeats both of those moves, in the order that they were learned.  The following students will each add their own move to the end of the series when it is their turn.  After each new movement is added, the class repeats the whole series, including the new addition.

Notes to the instructor on introducing and leading the activity:  The students should be asked to keep their movements limited to the small area around them, although they do not have to keep their feet planted on the ground—roundhouse kicks are completely acceptable.  Students should all do their best to recreate the actions as accurately as possible, hopefully noticing even facial expressions and style.  Encourage the students to remember the order of the series, but you should not withhold help if a student cannot remember a move.  You can show the move yourself, or you can ask each student to repeat their own move down the line, as a form of assistance.

The activity can run as long as necessary, or as long as interest lasts, but all students should be given the chance to add a move.

Using a blackboard, or some other large writing surface (e.g. wallpaper, poster board, paper taped together, etc), have the students write their names in a column, and on the same row as their name, the name of the a fruit, with no fruits repeated (you should definitely include yourself).  On a separate area, have the students also write their names in a column, BUT IN A DIFFERENT ORDER, and the name of an animal next to it, with no animals being repeated.

Each student now has two names, a fruit name and an animal name.

The lists that have been created set the order for the rest of the activity.

The final goal of the activity will be for each student to call out the name of that fruit or animal on the list that follows their, and to move to the location in the circle in which that “fruit” or “animal” was standing.  Student should make eye contact and project their voices.  Both of the lists should run at the same time, and remain separate.

It is suggested that the activity first start without the place trading.  Have the students stand in a large circle.  Next, run through the fruit list orally.  You, the instructor, should start the fruit list by saying the name of the fruit on the list after yours.  That “fruit,” upon hearing its name, should call out the fruit after itself.  For example, if the instructor is “papaya,” the instructor only says “orange.”  “Orange” says only “kiwi,” (after hearing “orange”).  “Kiwi” says only “apple,” “apple” says “banana,” “banana” says “pineapple,” “pineapple” says “mango,” “mango” says “papaya,” “papaya” says “orange,” and so on and so forth.

The same process should be used to practice the animal list orally.

Once the students have practiced each list several times, start the fruit list, and then a few seconds later, start the animal list as well.  Both lists should be working at the same time.  Remind the students that fruit names only answer to fruit names, and animal names only answer to animal names…they are not to be intermixed.

When the students understand that the two lists are kept completely separate, and are comfortable with many names being called out at once, movement should be added.

Remember, the object is to have a person move to the location of the person whose fruit or animal name follows theirs.  If Alla hears “orange” called out, that means the Papaya is coming to her spot, and she must move.  She moves directly to Kiwi’s spot, having called out “kiwi” and also having made eye contact with Kiwi before reaching his/her spot.  If a few seconds later Alla hears “cat” called out, she must then move to Monkey’s spot, also after having immediately made eye contact and having called out “monkey.”

Notes to the instructor on introducing and leading the activity: The activity is not complicated, but can be very difficult to understand if not introduced in small stages.  The visual aids suggested above are not part of the original activity, but help the process run more smoothly, and are very useful when working with non-native English speakers.

No two people should ever be sharing the same spot.  If a person hears both his/her fruit and animal name called out at basically the same time, in order to keep both of the lists going, the student must choose a name to respond to first.  Then, once the change for that name has been completed, immediately carry out the change for the same name.  No short cutting can be permitted.

You should be somewhat familiar with the names of fruits and animals in the students’ native language(s), or have a dictionary handy.

“Fruits and Animals” is a great activity for helping the young artists learn to balance and focus their attention, and to become better at making eye contact and working on voice projection (both very necessary in acting).

Then, putting the students into pairs (a group of three is possible when working with an odd number of students), have the students create different skits where their only dialogue is what the list says, in the order it says.  They should practice their skit and then perform it for the class.

Notes to the instructor on introducing and leading the activity: Start by asking the students to consider the different ways the words can be used, whether in question form, or as a statement or exclamation.  The class can practice saying/shouting/whispering/etc. “yes” and “no” with the different emotions.

It is completely appropriate to have on person say multiple lines in succession, or even all of them.  For example, if using the third chart from above, marriage might be proposed in a skit.  A woman opens the door and says “Yes?”  She sees her boyfriend on bended knee, holding an open ring box (although no props are needed).  She says “No.”  The dejected boyfriend then runs to a window and prepares to jump and she runs after him shouting “NO!”  she then takes him in her arms and says softly “yes, yes.”

Obviously any number of situations are possible.  That of course might make the activity harder for students who are not accustomed to having so much freedom in their assigned activities.  Encouragement will definitely be needed to keep the students on track.

Lending a Hand

Four volunteers are needed for this activity to begin, but more can be added later, always in even number, if so desired.

Two of the four volunteers with be “Talkers” and the other two will be the “Hands” (and arms) for the two Talkers (one Hand person to each Talker).  In order to accomplish this “body melding,” have the Two talkers put their hands behind their back, and hold their own hands together.  Then, have one of the Hands put their arms through the openings made by the arms of the Talker.

The class should then choose a situation for them to start with (e.g. at the barber’s) and the two pairs work together to create a small skit, with the Hands responding to the dialog, and also creating new dialog by making unpredicted hand movements.

Notes to the instructor on introducing and leading the activity: The activity does require a more advanced knowledge of English to be done very well (in English), but students with a smaller vocabulary can still have fun.  If the team is struggling with dialog, the instructor can put some words that might be helpful on the board, or even some ideas for other topics.

By the way, in Ukraine, the word “topic” might be interpreted as the local word for “tube-top”…just make sure they know what you mean.

Scene Freeze

Two people are required for this activity to begin, but the rest of the group should be ready to participate at any moment.  The two volunteers will go to the stage area and impromptu a skit based on a situation assigned to them by the class (e.g. a mother and a child at the supermarket).  They can both speak, and do anything or go anywhere (nearby) they like.  They will continue to elaborate until one of their classmates/audience members shouts out “Stop!” or “Freeze!” when a movement or position they see inspires a new situation.  The actors immediately freeze in place.

The classmate who called out will then take the place of one of the actors and unfreeze the activity by changing the situation.  Situation changes are signaled to the other actor through dialog and action.

If the earlier situation was at the supermarket, maybe an actor was reaching for an imaginary shelf item when frozen.  A new actor might come in for that person and say, “Sweetheart, can you get my hate down from the shelf?  I can’t reach it and I don’t want us to be late for the movie…”

Notes to the instructor on introducing and leading the activity: If a student calls out “Freeze!” and the actors move a little after the signal, the actor stepping in can move them back to the positions desired.

Impromptu is a wonderful way to prepare someone for stage work, because even though plays have scripts, you never know when someone will forget their lines!

Go over sea creatures with the students, and then have them each silently think of one they would like to play.  One by one, have them get on stage and let them know that now the stage is a very, very, very large aquarium.  Once on stage a student should start acting like the sea creature he/she selected to be.  When more than one actor is one stage, all actors must respond to the other sea creatures, as is appropriate to their character, and to their interpretations of what the other sea creatures are.

If a student is a shark, it should eat the small fish and other small sea creatures, but should probably stay away from any whales.

After all of the students have had some time on stage, and have interacted with the different creatures in the aquarium, stop the activity, and have the students guess what each of their fellow actors chose to be.

 SEQ CHAPTER \h \r 1Notes to the instructor on introducing and leading the activity:  Repeat the activity a few times so the students can improve on their methods of signaling their identity.  In each new game, the students can choose new creatures to perform, or stick with the same one.

 SEQ CHAPTER \h \r 1The activity helps students understand the importance of body language and help them respond to the different actions of their stage-mates.

Provide the students with copies of a short play and spend the allotted amount of time having the students read the play, giving them the chance to read various parts.  Help them work on projection and signaling a character's emotional state with their voice.

Notes to the instructor on introducing and leading the activity:  Depending on the kind of access you have to short plays in the English language, this activity can be somewhat difficult to prepare for.  If you are working in Ukraine, the Peace Corps Resource Center has a small collection of dramatic materials.  One publication is in fact a collection of short plays in English, titled,  "Ten plays. Nine Ukrainian and Russian Folk Tales Adapted By Ukrainian University Students From Horlivka and Mikolaiv",  Edited by Spencer Smith, the tenth play is a Spencer Smith original.

 SEQ CHAPTER \h \r 1For the purposes of this course, two days have been allotted for working with a script, but more time can be used if thought fitting (just take out some of the activities).

Reading a script will not only help the fledgling actors notice the detail that is needed to create a realistic production, but it will also help them consider the different elements needed for writing a play of their own.

Mirror Movements
Pair the students up (groups of three are not possible, for odd numbers, have one of the students work with the instructor) and assign one student from each pair to be the "leader."  The students should then  SEQ CHAPTER \h \r 1work on replicating the movements of their leaders.  They should be so accurate, that a casual observer would not be able to tell who was leading and who mirrored the movements.  After some time, have the students switch the role of leader within their pairs.  Once the students have had some time working with their pair, reassign them, and make sure everyone has a different partner.

Notes to the instructor on introducing and leading the activity:  Stress accuracy, stress exactness.  Recommend the students to make slow, careful movements.  Have the students imagine they are mirrors.  If the students really work at it, it may feel like there is no leader, because they will tune into their partner and the task at hand.

The abilities of being able to focus on the task at hand, and of working off of others are both very useful for actors.

Have one student leave the class temporarily.  The rest of the students should stand in a circle, and one should be chosen to lead the classroom in movements.  The students should try to replicate the movements of the leader exactly, so that when the absent student returns, he/she will not be able to tell who is the leader.  The student that was sent out should then be called back to the class, and be  asked to discover the leader.

Notes to the instructor on introducing and leading the activity:  Stress accuracy, stress exactness.  Recommend the students to make slow, careful movements.  Have the students imagine they are mirrors.  Also recommend that not all of the students look at the leader, but that they choose different people to follow (but someone does need to watch the true leader).

Reading a Script – Day Two

The characters will enter the stage one at a time, and wait for a bus that never comes.  As the students get on stage, the must transform themselves into the people they have chosen and act as that person would given the circumstances, in all of their mannerisms and words.

Notes to the instructor on introducing and leading the activity:  Dialog might be a problem for some students.  Although it is not completely necessary, it does make the activity more interesting.

 SEQ CHAPTER \h \r 1Another activity can be substituted if it is too difficult, or students can be given the chance to ask for the translations of phrases and words they need.

Writing a Script – Introduction
Using a blackboard, or some other large writing surface (e.g. wallpaper, poster board, paper taped together), have the students do a visual brainstorming session about what they would like to write a joint play about.  Have them choose between the different genres (comedy, romance, action, mystery, etc.).  They should then each choose a character to be... anything they want! 

Next, have them discuss the plot a little, while you jot down the chronology, and some of the key events.  Save the information for the next lesson.

 SEQ CHAPTER \h \r 1Homework:  The students should think about the kind of character they have chosen and what they are likely to do and likely to say.

Notes to the instructor on introducing and leading the activity:  The instructor will need to help the students compromise on their visions, and will need to find creative solutions to keeping everyone happy.

Some students can at this point choose to work on props instead of playing a character, but encourage them to give acting a try.

Notes to the instructor on introducing and leading the activity:  You will definitely need to be on hand for the talent show...   You will have many different roles.  You will be the Master of Ceremonies, announcing each play and introducing it and its cast a little.   You will be the prompter... if a student forgets a line, you can help jog his/her memory.  You will also be the emergency coordinator.  If a student backs out at the last minute, give someone else the script and get them on stage.  One student became "ill" before the performance.  Thankfully a Peace Corps Volunteer filled in.  Make sure all of the props, music, microphones, or whatever, are ready and waiting before the show starts.

This is an 11 hour series of lesson plans on leadership and civics.  It was used at a summer camp, but these lessons can be condensed into one day.  Additionally, each lesson tackles a particular theme—Government, Civil rights, Community service.  These can be expanded into longer, more comprehensive lessons.  The plans are intended for 7/8th graders (11-14 year olds) with anywhere between 3 and 5 years of English.  Their English communication level is assumed to be moderately low; however, if you have a higher-level group, the intensity of the lessons can be increased.
Lesson Title #1: Introduction to Civics
Materials:  Blackboard or paper to write on, writing materials.  


Each student needs paper/notebooks for each lesson. 


Make copies of government vocabulary word search (see appendix).


Chart of Government (see appendix)

Warm Up/Review:

The first student introduces him/herself with an adjective with name (ex: “Jumping Jennifer”, “Silly Sasha”).  The next student repeats the first name and adjective then says their own. This continues with the last students saying the whole list.  Challenge students who were not last to say whole list.

i. The government cannot do everything (this would cost a lot!). Sometimes citizens must help make their village, town, or city better for everyone.  How can you help

ii. Speak about role models, community service groups, etc (re-name groups students already mentioned and the services they provide)

c. Follow the leader!

i. For students to visualize the concept of leading by doing, play "follow the leader."  Students stand in a line, you at the front.  Have them walk around, following you, mimicking each thing you do—flap your arms, jump, walk in circles, etc.  When you shout “go” run to the end and the next person is leader.  He/she does the same until you shout go.  Have each person serve as leader.

ii. Discussion: Why did we play this game? What did you learn?

Students are given the cut up puzzles and divided in to two teams.  They are to solve the puzzle and identify the individual from the picture.  We had Laura Croft and Terminator so there is a balance in male and female hero figures.  

Students were asked the following questions:

1) Who is this person?

2) What did they do in the movie?

3) Why are there movies about them?

4) Do you think you can also do what they do?

Application:  Reading of short story, Tar Fish, each student reads one line of the story. 

Practice:  Five volunteers can be drafted. Each individual draws from five characters: 1. girl, 2. man, 3. star fish, 4. sea shore, 5. director.  They are to act out the story and use their imagination.

Analysis:

Now class discussion of what they have learned:

1) What do you think about the girl?

2) What do you think of the man?

Objective: SWBAT understand the concept of group work and team

Portrait of the Leader

Four sheets of paper (can be big if you can hang it on the wall or tree if outdoor) Four sets of markers

Warm up:  Looking at the portrait of the leader and ask the students to explain again what each features represents and write the words on the blank sheet of paper. (if students are strong enough in English you may use a volunteer list writer). First ask the students to write the answers down in their notebook:

Why do the leader’s  eyes look like that?

Why does the leader’s  mouth look like?

Why does the leader’s  nose look like?

Why do the leader’s  eye brows look like?

Why does the leader’s  chin look like?

Why does the leader’s  cheek look like?

What is the leader’s  face shaped like?

Why do the leader’s  hands look like?

Why is the leader  named (what name they gave to the portrait)?

Do you know anyone who has all these characteristics?

Ask them to write in their notebook: how many characteristics do you have from this list of leadership characteristics?  How do we work together if we don  have all the characteristics?

Divide the class in to two groups for a little competition. Each group must have one drawer, one messenger and one copier.  The drawer will start drawing, and the messenger will watch how the drawer will draw.  Then the messenger will go to the copier to tell the copier what the drawer had drawn so the copier can draw the same picture without seeing what the drawer  picture him or herself.   

Each group will be given one sheet of paper and two markers, and they are to start drawing at the same time.  

Ask the following questions:

To the drawer ask: Why did you pick this picture to draw?

To the messenger: How did you know what to tell the copier?

To the Copier: Did you understand the messenger?

Ask the whole class: Who has the most difficult job, the drawer, the messenger, or the copier? 

Ask the whole class: Now drawer, messenger, and the copier are a team.  So can there be a game if anyone in the team does not want to work?

Analysis:

Put the Portrait of the Leader back in the front of the class.  Now try to see the portrait as metaphors for a team.  Try to link each feature on the portrait with names of the students in the class.  And encourage them to think of leadership as team work and cooperation rather than just one person.  So soon the portrait will be filled with names of the students and their strength.  So only by working together can there be leadership.  Everyone in the class is important to the completion of the portrait.

Practice:

Class is divided in to two groups, and label them Group Alpha and Group Numba.  Give them instruction separately.  

Group Alpha communicates only in letters of the alphabet:

C= thank you

D=I don’t  understand you

F=give

G=take

Every time, a business deal is made, you must consult your group together, the head leader must say yes to the business deal..

Group Numba only communicates in numbers:

33: yes

51: no

88: thank you

188: I don’t  understand you.

3: give

76: take

Group Numba makes business deals separately and often tries to compete with each other.

And then tell each group that they are to try to finish a business deal.  The business deal is to exchange for colors so that you will end up with the same colors of chips in your hand.    

The chips or the color papers represent  money or the object of negotiation.  Each member of the team should be given a varied amount and color of chips or papers.  And let them try to exchange for 5 to 10 minutes or until they give up.  

Questions:

Was this easy?

Can you understand each other?

What is easy, what is hard?

Do you know why the group acted the way they did?

Review:

Use the portrait now again and ask student on what makes a good leader and what makes good team work. 

The Bill of Rights

(1) Congress shall make no law respecting an establishment of religion, or prohibiting the free exercise thereof; or abridging the freedom of speech, or of the press, or the right of the people peaceably to assemble, and to petition the Government for a redress of grievances.

(2) A well regulated Militia, being necessary to the security of a free State, the right of the people to keep and bear Arms, shall not be infringed.

(3) No Soldier shall, in time of peace be quartered in any house, without the consent of the Owner, nor in time of war, but in a manner to be prescribed by law.

(4) The right of the people to be secure in their persons, houses, papers, and effects, against unreasonable searches and seizures, shall not be violated, and no Warrants shall issue, but upon probable cause, supported by Oath or affirmation, and particularly describing the place to be searched, and the persons or things to be seized.

(5) No person shall be held to answer for a capital, or otherwise infamous crime, unless on a presentment or indictment of a Grand Jury, except in cases arising in the land or naval forces, or in the Militia, when in actual service in time of War or public danger; nor shall any person be subject for the same offence to be twice put in jeopardy of life or limb; nor shall be compelled in any criminal case to be a witness against himself, nor be deprived of life, liberty, or property, without due process of law; nor shall private property be taken for public use, without just compensation.

(6) In all criminal prosecutions, the accused shall enjoy the right to a speedy and public trial, by an impartial jury of the State and district wherein the crime shall have been committed, which district shall have been previously ascertained by law, and to be informed of the nature and cause of the accusation; to be confronted with the witnesses against him; to have compulsory process for obtaining witnesses in his favor, and to have the Assistance of Counsel for his defense.

(7) In Suits at common law, where the value in controversy shall exceed twenty dollars, the right of trial by jury shall be preserved, and no fact tried by a jury, shall be otherwise re-examined in any Court of the United States, than according to the rules of the common law.

(8) Excessive bail shall not be required, nor excessive fines imposed, nor cruel and unusual punishments inflicted.

(9) The enumeration in the Constitution, of certain rights, shall not be construed to deny or disparage others retained by the people.

(10) The powers not delegated to the United States by the Constitution, nor prohibited by it to the States, are reserved to the States respectively, or to the people.

Team-building warm-ups

These activities can be used at the beginning or end of the lesson, or to boost energy levels mid-lesson.  They help students and teacher to know and trust each other more, as well as make the lesson more interesting.  They are often physical activities, which help antsy students pay attention.

1. Name game
The first student introduces him/herself with an adjective with name (ex: “Jumping Jennifer”, “Silly Sasha”).  The next student repeats the first name and adjective then says their own. This continues with the last students saying the whole list.  Challenge students who were not last to say whole list.

2. Clusters (can be played with or without music)

Music plays, students walk around, when it stops, teacher gives command. “Stand in groups of five.” Music resumes.  New command “Shake hands with as many people as possible” “Find people whose birthday is the same month as yours” “Find people who are the same age” “same number of siblings”

1. Groupings


Chop up sentences or words, have students match them together.



William/Shakespeare



Isaac/Newton



Sherlock/Holmes



Butter/fly



Birth/day



Ice/cream

Or match by category: car, lorry, truck, bus, bicycle (good for slang!)

2. Find someone who. . .

Hand out a list of random facts to the class, have them find someone that meets each fact “Someone who has been out of Ukraine, Someone who has 3 siblings, Someone who doesn’t live with their parents, Someone who never watches TV, someone who likes caviar, someone who hates borsht, etc” Report findings to the class.

3. Rank order

List of items/opinions/etc, have students rank them by preference, then discuss with class.

4. Qualities: 

Teacher lists qualities on board, reliability, good listener, strength, honesty, intelligence, generosity, etc. . . . Students think and rank individually.  Vote on who lists each at each number. Discuss. Good beginning for discussion on gender roles or differences in culture.

5. AA Meeting (Support Group)
Each student stands up and introduces themselves with a statement such as:

“Hi, my name is __________, and I love cats.  

 and I hate math”

6. Truths

Each student thinks for a moment and makes 3 statements.  One must be true, and two false.  For example “My grandmother has seen a UFO, My mom is afraid of spiders, and my best friend makes films.”  Each student guesses which is true (In this case, my mom is NOT afraid of spiders).

7. Addo

Begin a story with a phrase or a word.  The next person adds a word/phrase, and the next and so on.  This can be verbal or written.

8. Verb acting

When introducing new vocabulary, act out the words.  Teacher can show the action, students mimic, then teacher says a word, students act. You may reverse it: you show a word, they shout the answer to reflect comprehension.  It is active and fun and students remember.

HIV/AIDS and Sexual Health

By participating in this class you are very likely about to become the first educator to openly discuss the topics of HIV/AIDS and healthy sexual behavior with these Ukrainian students.  Despite the fact that HIV/AIDS has reached pandemic levels in Ukraine (it is currently estimated that anywhere from 250,000 to 500,000 Ukrainians—roughly 1% of the population—are living with HIV today, making Ukraine the most affected country in all of Europe), most young people remain in the dark as to what causes the illness and what can be done to prevent it.  Whereas most of us in the United States will finish high school having had some sort of formal sexual education class, this is simply not the norm at present in Ukraine.  That is not to say that the country is doing nothing; little by little, organizations are surfacing to educate about the disease.  However, these organizations exist primarily in larger cities and often do not reach into the rural communities.  Even if this education does reach the villages, it can often be met with hostility from the more old-fashioned and religious because they may view sex (and anything related) as inappropriate for discussion in a public forum.  For this reason you should not be surprised if some local parents decide to remove their children from your class.  Do not discourage—if this were not a controversial topic it would be taught everywhere and the need for your class would not exist—do the best that you can with the students that you have.  The goals of these lessons will then be along the lines of the following:


*to increase students’ knowledge of HIV/AIDS, other STDs and their sources, how to 
prevent them, and how to recognize symptoms

*to create an open forum in which students can comfortably explore questions related to sexual health and well-being


*to increase understanding, open-mindedness and acceptance of people who may


be living with any of the aforementioned ailments


*to equip the students with accurate, reliable knowledge in the hopes that when they 
leave camp they may spread it among their friends and those around them, rippling 
outward

Ideally, you want to create a comfortable space in which to conduct your lessons.  One of the foundations for this comfort begins with the teachers themselves—arguably, the best setup is to have two teachers/facilitators, one male and one female.  This allows for both boys and girls to feel equally represented and not overwhelmed.  Also, go into the lessons with a prepared schedule, but if you find that meaningful conversations and discussions develop on their own out of one aspect of the lesson, do not rush the students just to be able to finish the lesson plan for the day.  In the end, it’s much more important for the students to come away from the lessons with valuable new information and insights.  Let your students find their own pace from the beginning and later you can use that to gauge future lesson planning.

Lesson Title #1: Introduction to Class

Objectives:  
to get to know your students and to help them get to know one another



to establish expectations of the class, both on the part of the teachers and the 


students



to create a definition of “sexual health”



to make sure that the class is an environment in which all feel comfortable to 


discuss sex, relationships, etc.

Materials:  
Flipchart with paper, wallpaper, stone-tablets or anything else to write on



“question box” with appropriate paper for submission



icebreaker slips



list of terms that will be necessary to know for the remainder of the curse 


Ukrainian/English or Russian/English)



nametags (if not already provided)

Application:
1)  Icebreaker.  Regardless of whether or not your students already know one another, you will need to get to know them as well, and this activity at the beginning of the first lesson provides and excellent opportunity.  There are many different way to go about this, but one of the more popular methods is the “Find Someone Who…” activity.  Prior to the lesson you can print a list of “Who…?” questions (example at end of lesson), distribute them to students and have them search out the answers, writing people’s names next to the statements.  (As a rule of thumb you can tell the students that they can only write someone’s name once, but this will naturally vary depending on the size of the class versus the number of questions.)  This activity is also helpful because it gets the students moving around and helps to illustrate that we’re all different but share underlying common traits.

Another option for getting to know everyone is to simply go around the room (or table) and have everyone introduce him/herself (yourself included).  Where you’re from, what you like, what you expect out of the course, etc.
2)  Class Rules.  It’s a good idea to do this activity as early on in the first lesson as possible, as it will help set the tone and atmosphere for the lessons to come and how the students will hopefully interact with one another.  Go to your board or flipchart and ask the class what rules they think should govern the lessons.  Your students may come up with many ideas, but you may want to add the following rules if the class does not bring them up:


--Respect:  First and foremost, the class cannot function properly without 
respect 
for the teachers, for one another and one another’s ideas.


--Confidentiality:  Emphasize that what is said in class stays in class.


--Participation/Communication:  Every student is encouraged to participate in 
discussion, but no one is ever obligated to answer any question that makes 
them 
uncomfortable.  


--Punctuality:  Everyone has to come to the lessons for them to work.

3.  Trust & Teamwork.  Teamwork, trust and communication are at the very heart of this class—without them it cannot be successful.  To introduce and emphasize these qualities there are a few activities you can engage the students in.  For example, with “trust” you can have the students lean back and catch one another, reinforcing the idea that the leaning student can demonstrate trust in his/her fellow classmate that he/she will not fall to the ground and the catching student shows that he/she is trustworthy and will back up fellow students.  As always, it is probably best for the two teachers be the first to perform the exercise, leading as the example.

As for teamwork and communication, try the “Human Knot,” wherein the students stand and join hands with two different people, creating a knot.  Once everyone has two people’s hands and is efficiently entwined, tell everyone they have X number of minutes to work together to untie themselves.  Take part yourself, and give a few minutes to see how much progress has been made; maybe you’ll work it out, maybe not.  After finishing (or after it becomes obvious that you can’t finish) take a moment to talk about working together in both the knot and transfer the idea into the upcoming classes.

4.  Question Box.  Introduce the question box (if time allows you can give the students an opportunity to make their own box) and explain that it is an anonymous way to submit questions that students might otherwise be too embarrassed to ask in front of the other students.  On days when you use the question box give everyone a piece of paper and encourage all to turn in the paper even if they have no questions; this will help to protect the anonymity of those who choose to submit something.  Note: while Post-Its work well you should avoid using multi-colored versions, as they can eliminate the anonymity that the box is based on (i.e. “Hey, that blue piece of paper was Sasha’s!”).  Answer the questions to the best of your abilities.  Most likely, many of the questions will be directed at you and can tend to be on the personal side (i.e. Have you ever had sex?  How old were you?  Etc).  Just as everyone in the class has the right to not answer any questions that make them feel uncomfortable, so do you.  Know, however, that your openness and participation (or lack thereof) will be reflected in that of your students.

5.  Vocabulary Handout.  Finally, we are including the vocabulary lists provided by Sound Mind, Sound Body for your class.  Print out and distribute the lists to your students, giving them a few minutes to read over the words in Ukrainian/Russian and their English equivalents.  After they have reviewed their sheets you should read the words aloud in English and have them repeat them—if they can’t say or don’t know these words they can’t very well discuss sexual health or HIV/AIDS, so this is an imperative exercise.

6.  Wrap-Up, Continuation.  New words, class-rules and ideas in hand, ask your students to write their thoughts on what “sexual health” means to them and to think about possible questions for you or the box for the next lesson.

Lesson Title #2: Sexually Transmitted Infections (STIs)

*most of this lesson has been adapted from Sound Mind, Sound Body*

Objectives: 
to identify what an STI is



to learn how STIs are spread 



to learn to identify symptoms of STIs and what to do about them



to discuss “sexual networks”

Materials:
pre-cut symptom cards and answer key [attached to end of lesson]



flipchart, paper and markers

Application:

1.  Defining STIs:  STIs (also referred to as Sexually Transmitted Diseases) are commonly defined as the following: Any infection spread through sexual contact with someone already infected; this includes contact with the penis, vagina, anus and/or mouth.  

2.  All STIs are treatable, but not all are curable.

The following STIs are caused by bacteria or parasites and can be cured with medicine:

Chlamydia, Syphilis, Trichomoniasis, Gonorrhea, Pubic lice, and Chancroid.

The following STIs are caused by viruses and cannot currently be cured (They can, however, be treated to reduce symptoms and pain/discomfort to infected person):

HIV/AIDS, Human Papilloma Virus (Genital Warts), Hepatitis B, Herpes.

It should be noted that all STIs, if untreated can lead to devastating results.  Just because they can be cured or treated does not imply that one has all the time in the world to wait to seek out medical help.  Untreated, some of these can lead to sterility in men, infertility in women, blindness, liver damage, skin disease, cancer, brain damage and death.

3.  Symptoms.  In order to know what is unusual, one must know what is usual in relations to one’s body.  For this exercise you may choose to pass out individual slips of paper with symptoms or pass out the entire sheet to students and give them time to state whether the symptom they exhibit is “normal” or “abnormal.”

Make the following points:

· Girls often don’t experience many (or any) symptoms, which is why it is so important to know the ways of transmission and what prevention methods are available for girls.

· only a doctor can properly diagnose an STI—they are no home STI testing methods.

· STIs are common among sexually active young people.  Don’t be ashamed to see a doctor—they see patients for STIs regularly and will not judge you.  

· Though the STI symptoms may appear to fade, this does not mean the infection will go away by itself.

4.  Sexual networks:  While explaining sexual networks you or one of your students may choose to illustrate the scenario on the flipchart.  Offer a situation along the lines of the following, assigning names to the characters:

___A___ and ___B____ are boyfriend and girlfriend and are sexually active.  ___B___ did not know that before she became ___A___’s partner, he had two other sexual partners – one was a young man, ___C___, and another girl, ___D___.  ___B___ had two partners before ___A___, and one of them used to have sex with prostitutes, while the other injected drugs with needles.  The prostitutes had had many partners, the drug-user had had one other partner that also injected drugs.  One of the prostitutes’ partners had had sexual contact with ___B___ two years earlier.

Once everything is drawn out, kick off the conversation by point to any random person in the sketch and asking, “What if this person is infected with HIV?”  How many people are at risk?  What can be done to protect ourselves?

Your Birth Control Options

In this pamphlet you will find some basic information about the different birth control options available here in Ukraine.  For more information on any of these methods please contact your local doctor or pharmacist.

Abstinence

A conscious decision to not have sexual intercourse is your best protection against pregnancy and sexually transmitted infections (STIs).  Only abstinence is 100% guaranteed.

If you decide abstinence is no longer right for you, choose another method to protect yourself.

Spermicides
How do you use it?

Spermicides are foaming tablets, foams, gels, creams, sponges, or suppositories that kill sperm.  They are inserted into the vagina before sexual intercourse.  The time a spermicide should be inserted before sexual intercourse depends on the type of spermicide; some spermicides can be inserted into the vagina as much as 24 hours in advance (like the sponge) while other may need to be inserted half an hour before intercourse.

Spermicides can be used in combination with condoms to provide additional protection.

Spermicides must be used correctly to be effective, so follow the instructions for use.

Possible side effects:  vaginal or penile irritation

Does it protect against STIs?  No.

Average cost: 15-30 hryvnyas

Note:  Some recent studies have shown that use of spermicides may actually increase the risk of getting infected with HIV and developing AIDS.  Use of spermicides to prevent pregnancy is no longer recommended.

Pills

How do you use it?

Pills are a very safe, reliable, and convenient way to protect yourself against pregnancy.  They work by preventing the release of an egg from your ovaries and must be taken daily to be effective.  Ask your doctor or pharmacist what you should do if you miss pills.

Pills are a good contraceptive choice for young women because fertility returns quickly when pills are discontinued.

There are many different types of pills, ask your doctor which one is best for you.

Possible non-contraceptive benefits:  Regular and less painful menses, reduced risk of ovarian cancer and endometrial cancer and pelvic inflammatory disease.

Possible side-effects:  irregular menstrual cycles, spotting and bleeding between periods, nausea, headache and breast tenderness (switching to another type can help).

Does it protect against STIs?  No.

Average Cost:  10-30 hryvnyas

IUD

How do you use it?

An IUD is a small device that is inserted in the uterus and which, one in place, prevents fertilization.  A medical doctor or trained nurse must insert the IUD.

IUDs are safe, effective, and require little effort on the part of the user once inserted.

Women who have an IUD must check the IUD string monthly to make sure the device remains in place.  IUDs can offer pregnancy protection for many years.

Possible side effects:  Spotting, heavier menses, and cramping.  Users must come back to the clinic immediately if they have abdominal pain with or without fever, chills, delayed menses or missing string.  Women under age 20 who have no given birth appear to have greater risks for expulsions and painful menses.

Does it protect against STIs?  No.

Average Cost:  30-100 hryvnyas

Condoms

How do you use it?

Condoms provide a latex barrier around the penis.  A man should put on the condom just before any sexual contact.  For condoms to be effective they must be used consistently and correctly each time.  When pulling the penis out after sex, be sure to hold to the condom so that it comes out cleanly.

Condoms are a great option because they are easily accessible, available and affordable.  But because of human error, condoms can be less effective than other contraceptives in preventing pregnancy, so remember that condoms can be used in combination with other contraceptives.

Possible side affects:  None, other than possible sensitive reactions to latex.

Does it protect against STIs?  YES.  Condoms are the only birth control option, besides abstinence that protects against sexually transmitted infrections.

Average Cost:  10 hryvnyas for pack of 10.

Journalism

This is a list of the lesson plans for Journalism. The focus of these lessons was to put together a camp-wide newspaper that included articles on all different subjects that the students had to create, research, investigate, write, and proofread.  They also had work in line-editing and proofreading.  Once the foundation was laid, the second week was mostly dedicated to the students helping one another make their articles perfect.  Some, who didn’t do articles worked on layout and different aspects that a newspaper might have.  In short, a small, though fully functioning, newspaper was created.  The students loved it and many are most proud of the newspaper that they created.  At the end of camp each camper got a copy of the paper (please see the end of this manual of a copy of this newspaper).  The last few days of these lesson plans are fairly non-descript because, again, student were mostly focusing on perfecting their articles, as well as adding detail to them.

Lesson One: What is News
Objective: TSWBAT Discuss the importance of news, the role of the free press in a democratic society, learn the different “beats” that reporters have, and find story ideas. 

Activities: 

1. Students will brainstorm and discuss the importance and role of news in society. Students will discuss what makes news: what is news and what is not.

2. Journalism and democracy. Discussion will be led by facilitators about how the press is the people’s only link to the affairs of government and also problems in their country. (Case study: The Jungle by Sinclair. Read excerpt) 

This will be followed by a discussion: Why is it important to keep the press “free”? 3. Facilitators will explain that there are different types of news in the newspaper. Students will supply ideas and facilitators will make flip chart. We will define “beats” and discuss the difference. Beats: AE, Sports, Business, Local, National, International, Science/Medicine/Technology, Editorial, Help Section

3. Students will be given materials for reporting. For the first day, students will go out in the camp and find 10 story ideas. This task will be brought to the next lesson. 
Materials: 
Flip-chart paper, easel, markers, examples of newspaper articles, Scratch Paper

Warm Up: 
M&M’s to Speak

Pass a bag of M&M’s around the room, asking the students to each take one but not to eat it. Prepare a flip chart with the following:

Red- What is your dream?

Yellow- If I had one million dollars, I would…

Green- I love Ukraine because…

Orange- If I could go anywhere in the world, I would go…

Blue- The three words that describe me best are…

Brown- The three things I like best about summer are…

Facilitate discussion with students. This is a team builder and get-to know-you activity..

Presentation:
What is news?
Solicit responses from the group and record a few answers on  a flip chart. Continue the discussion by asking the following questions: 

What is the role of news in a society?


Why is news important?


How do you get your news? How does news affect your life?

Note:The students should recognize the important functions of news, such as dissemination of information about important issues, voice of the people, entertainment, etc. This is so that they understand the importance of their role as “reporters” for the camp. Introduce this idea.


Tell the group that they will be the “reporters” for the camp newspaper, and that all reporters have “Beats”: the different types of news found in a newspaper.


Have the students look at the example newspapers spread on the table(s). Ask what different types of news they see.


Prepare a flipchart of the different beats and show it to the class at this point.

Application:
Students brainstorm a list of 5-10 story ideas, and include which Beat it belongs to. Students may move about the camp in search of story ideas. They should finish the assignment that evening in preparation for the next class.
Lesson Two: Journalism Round Table
TSWBAT: Discuss important elements of news. Select a name for the newspaper. Learn the difference between different beats. 

Activities:

1. Facilitators will ask students to share the story ideas. We will discuss their ideas. 

2. Beats will be assigned (each class will get 2-3 beats, and the students can have some choice over which one they want). 

3. Paper name will be chosen (Brainstorm ideas, make flip chart and vote

4. Students will go out in the camp and find more story ideas. The task will be to bring 5 story ideas for their beat to the next lesson.

Materials: 
Flip-chart paper, easel, markers, examples of newspaper articles

Warm Up: 
Have students volunteer to read their best one or two story ideas.


Use an example story idea of one of the students in the class. Ask the group, What things would be important to include in that article? For example, if a student wants to write about the camp disco, it should include the time and date of the disco, who attended, what music was played, etc. For another exmple, if the student wants to write about the director of the camp, it should include their age, facts about their family, etc.

Presentation:
Prepare a flipchart with the words:


WHO, WHAT, WHEN, WHERE, WHY, and HOW.


Explain that all newspaper articles must answer these questions.


Put the students into pairs. Have them choose one story idea each, and in their pairs answer the questions (roughly) for their and their partner’s idea together. 


Have one or two volunteers share.


Explain to the students that their role as reporters is important, and it is up to them to go out and gather the facts. 

Their task is to go out and find an event happening at that moment in the camp (i.e., a Gender Studies lesson, a volleyball game, an art class) and then gather the Who, What, When, Where, Why and How. They can use remaining class time and then bring the assignment in preparation for the next lesson.
Lesson Three: Reporting and Interview Techniques 

TSWBAT: Understand and define their role as reporters, practice reporting, note-taking and interviews and conduct the interview.

1. Share and discuss story ideas from the previous day.

2. Discuss how to gather the information for the story. Stress the importance of gathering facts and using interviews as information sources. 

3. Students will break off in pairs (we can do a game for this). Their partner will serve as the source for their practice interview. After they pick a partner they will design 10 questions for the interview. Then, they can practice “interviewing” one another. 

4. Students will choose a story idea, write 5 facts and 3 possible sources and bring that back the next day. Design interview questions.

Materials: 
Flip-chart paper, easel, markers, examples of newspaper articles, Scratch Paper

Warm Up: 
Have a few volunteers share the information about the camp events that they “covered” the day before. Correct mistakes and encourage further story ideas.

Presentation:
Explain to the students that, after they gather the basic information, they need lots of details to complete the article and make it interesting for the readers. As reporters, we do this by consulting different information sources. And our most important information sources are people. We get information from people by interviewing them. This lesson will be about interview techniques.

Application:
Students will break off into pairs. Their partner will serve as the source for their practice interview. After they pick a partner they will design 10 questions each for the interview. Then, they can practice “interviewing” one another.
Lesson Four: Gathering Facts and Writing the Draft
TSWBAT : Understand what information will have to be collected for their chosen story idea. Gather info and conduct interviews.

1. Students will be gathering info on this day. First they should prepare interview questions and collect any necessary materials. 

2. Go out in the camp and collect information as a reporter. Gather facts and conduct interview. After defining their source, if they can not interview the person right away, they can set up a time to interview. 

3. They can return to the class with the information they gather. At this point we will begin to write the opening paragraph.

4. For the home-task the students will try to write a first paragraph.

Lesson Five: Introducing Graphics and Layout
TSWBAT : Learn and discuss graphic elements of the newspapers. 

1. Greta can speak a bit about layout

2. Show examples of good and bad layout (flip charts, Xerox copies)

3. Students will discuss elements of layout; what graphics appeal to them and which do not, etc. Facilitators can make flipchart regarding elements to include in the class paper. 

4. Students will work on their story for home-task

Materials: 
Computer, Microsoft Word, Scratch Paper, Sample magazines and newspapers, Sample Text, Name of newspaper.

Warm Up: 
Have students volunteer to read their drafts. Suggestions from students.

Presentation:
What layout is.

Students in groups of two. Each have a newspaper or magazine. In groups they should describe how it looks to the class, holding up the example.

Students vote which design they like best. Tell why.


Brainstorm why they think certain things are where they are. Example, why are letters to the editor in the beginning? Why is hard news in the middle? Why are crosswords last?


They write down their topic ideas on a piece of paper. As a group we circle around the papers and choose what order everything should go in. This isn’t permanent. Some things will be rearranged so everything can fit.


Give out nit-picky details. (flip chart.) Where a photo should go. How text should look. Headlines are bigger than story. Name goes under story unless it’s a letter and sometimes a review. You should have a date. Page numbers. A directory of where to find sections. A place for the name of staff other than writers, etc.

Application:
On poster board design the layout of our paper. Certain beats go together.

Show them the program. ½ the group works on their stories while showing the other half, then switch.
Lesson Six: Writing the Opening Paragraph
TSWBAT Practice writing opening paragraph. Refine their article.

1. We will discuss the “Inverted pyramid”. Students will discuss and practice how to “draw-in” their reader and keep interest throughout the article. Students will be encouraged to write for the audience of their assigned beat (consider the audience). 

2. Peer Editing Exercise: Students will pair off and exchange papers. They will read and form 3 positive comments and 3 critiques of their partner’s paper. They will then have a mini “editorial meeting” and critique each other in an effort to help form the starting paragraph.

Home task is working on your article

Lesson Seven: Copy Editing and Fact Checking
TSWBAT Check facts for accuracy. Check attribution of quotes. Prepare a story for the public. 

1. Students will be shown an example with some incorrect things and asked to identify the mistakes.

2. We will work on editing our own work on this day in class. 

3. Finishing up the story will be the home task.

Lesson Eight: Final Article Due
Lesson Nine: Putting the paper together
Laying out everyone’s articles

Lesson Ten: Putting the paper together
Making copies of final paper, distribution, and wrap party.

Chapter 4:

Activities and Team Leaders

Description of a Team Leader

Team leaders are in charge of moral and daily free activities.  Being in charge of moral is an all day job beginning with wake up and ending with lights out.  The kids have two classes and two free activities every day.  Team leaders are responsible for planning three to four activities a day from which the kids are able to choose to do two.  If possible it’s a good idea to have two team leaders for each activity during every period.  It’s important for the group leaders to keep the energy level up all day, rotating the activities between them is crucial to making that happen.  Encourage the kids to try a different activity every time and tried to have a variety available for them. The kids may surprise themselves by finding an activity really enjoyable even though it isn’t something they would usually do. For every period it’s a good idea to have one sport, one arts and crafts, and one alternative activity available.  

Schedule of a Team Leader 
Here is an example of a typical day for a team leader:

1. Warm-ups

To get a good start to the day it’s a good idea to do something as a group to wake up in the morning.  Wake up the campers and then gather them together for a warm-up.  Here’s a list of possible activities for the morning but anything can be used so long as it’s fun and active.

Frisbee Toss (Hot Potato)

Ukrainian children love to toss the frisbee around and by adding a simple twist it’s easy to use it as a warm-up.  Ask the campers to stand in a circle and begin tossing the frisbee to each other.  Every time someone catches the frisbee, they have to say something interesting about themselves.  You can use this same idea in many variations.  The person throwing the frisbee can ask a question and the person catching must answer and then ask someone else a question while throwing them the frisbee and so on.  One idea is for one person to ask a question (ex: What is your favorite color?) to the group or state a category (ex: Ukrainian food) and each person who catches the frisbee must answer the question or name something in the category.  Another idea is to simply tell everyone they can only use their left hand to catch, anything goes so long as it’s fun.

People to People

For this activity you need an odd number of people.  Ask everyone to find a partner except one person.  All stand in a circle, next to their partner.  The person without a partner is the caller.  He/she starts by giving orders (putting different body parts together): knee-to-knee, elbow-to-elbow, etc.  The pairs have to follow the orders (touch their knees together, elbows, etc).  When he caller wants, he/she says “people-to-people”, then everyone has to find a new partner (the caller tries to find a partner as well).  The person left without a partner is the new caller.

Circle of Truth

Everyone stands in a circle, close enough that shoulders are touching – there should be no free space or gaps in the circle.  One person is in the middle.  The person in the middle says anything they want along the lines of a statement that would be true for someone in the circle.  (ex: Everyone who has blue eyes. Anyone who drank coke yesterday.)  Everyone who fits the description (who the statement is true for) has to switch places in the circle.  The person in the middle tries to find a place in the circle when people are switching.  The person stuck in the middle without a place in the circle is the next to say a statement.

Grizzly Bear

Everyone stands in a circle and one person stands in the middle.  The person in the middle is the grizzly bear.  He/she is hungry and wants to eat the people around the circle, BUT the bear doesn’t eat dead people.  The people in the circle must pretend to be dead – no moving, no talking, no laughing, no smiling, no fidgeting, etc.  The bear’s goal is to make people in the circle goof-up and laugh, talk, etc.  The bear can do/say anything it wants to but can not actually touch the people in the circle.  Anyone who goofs-up and is “eaten” by he bear then joins the bear in the middle and tries to get others to goof-up as well until everyone is a bear.  The last person standing is the winner.  This game also works really well in a classroom setting with the students standing in a circle or sitting at their desks so if it’s raining outside it’s a good indoor option.

Fruit Basket

Everyone stands in a circle with one person in the middle (person in the middle needs a towel or a piece of clothing).  Everyone is a different fruit – all must state their fruit before the game begins so that everyone knows everyones else’s fruit.  The person in the middle starts by saying his fruit and someone else’s (ex: apple – banana).  The person whose fruit was said then has to say his/her fruit and another person’s (banana – kiwi)  and it continues (kiwi – mango, mango – orange, etc.)  The person in the middle must try to tag the person whose fruit has been called before he/she says another fruit (ex: Apple must tag Banana with the towel before Banana says Kiwi…Kiwi before Kiwi says Mango, etc).  If the person in the middle tags the person whose fruit was called, then that person is in the middle.  Rules:  You cannot say the person in the middle’s fruit (if Apple is in the middle than Kiwi can not say Apple), if you do you are in the middle.  You cannot say the person’s fruits who said your fruit (Kiwi can not say Banana if Banana just said Kiwi), if you do, you’re in the middle.

The Human Machine

Divide the campers into groups.  Give each group a machine to make (ex: airplane, washing machine, remote control, TV, etc.).  They have five minutes to make their machines using only themselves.  The other groups then guess what kind of machine they’ve made.

Clothesline

Divide campers into groups.  Each group’s task is to make a “clothesline” using only the clothes that they are wearing.  They tie their clothes together and make as long a chain as they can.  Whichever group has the longest clothesline wins.

Spud

You need a group of people and a ball.  Count how many people you have in the group.  Everyone picks a different number (i.e. if there are 10 people then everyone picks a number from 1-10).  One person stands in the middle and bounces the ball really high while everyone else runs as far as they can.  He/She calls out a number when they bounce the ball.  The person with the number called must stop and catch the ball.  ( ex: If number 10 is called then the person with number 10 catches the ball.)  When the ball is caught the person that catches it yells “…” and everyone must stop running.  The person with the ball then tries to tag someone with the ball by throwing it at them.  He/she is allowed to take two steps to get closer to the person they want to tag.  The person who is about to be tagged can not move their feet but is allowed to squat down or bend in any way to dodge being hit.  If they are tagged

2. Sports

When using sports equipment from an Ukrainian organization remember that they may not have enough money to provide more if something should happen to it.  Americans are often careless with equipment because in the States there is always more available.  If a volleyball net gets torn up or a ball gets popped there may not be any more so be sure to pay attention.  Choose sports according to the equipment you have available to you and remember that items like frisbees must imported from home so plan beforehand.

Volleyball  
Volleyball is a great sport to play because the kids already know how to play.  The rules may vary according to schools but the basics remain the same.  Most schools have a volleyball court available. It works really well during free activity time and is a good alternative when the volunteers and campers are tired of the sports requiring more running.  At Camp Big Bang volleyball was a big hit and a great way to bond with the campers.  The kids decided that a Ukraine vs. U.S. volleyball match sounded like a good idea and promptly proved that they could best the Americans 9 out of 10 times.  Everyone had a great time and got to know the more competitive side of each other.

Soccer

Soccer is obviously a crowd favorite here in Ukraine.  The kids already know all the rules for this game, just give them the ball and stand back because they know what they’re doing.  A penalty competition is also a great variation to use as a part of the free activity or during free time.  Test your speed and see if you can catch one of their kicks or get the ball past their goalie, it’s tougher than you would think.

Frisbee

Frisbees are extremely useful to have at any camp because the kids love them.  You may find the kids want to play morning, noon, and night.  Frisbees are great to use as tools in English games.  Throw it back and forth while asking rapid questions that they have to quickly answer in English or go through the alphabet saying words or sentences with the letters.  Frisbees are more verstile than you would think.  

Ultimate Frisbee. 

This game is great because it appeals to girls and boys while working on teamwork and communicating in English. All you need is a long field and two goals.  Two teams go to opposite ends of the field.  One team begins by throwing the frisbee as far as they can towards the other team.   Before they throw the frisbee they must call across the field and ask if the other team is ready, in English. The opposition must pick up the frisbee and then pass it between players towards the goal.  If you catch the frisbee you can not move your feet until you’ve thrown it to another player on your team.  If you drop it then you lose possession.  This is a great game to teach teamwork and using your English to call to other players.  One idea for these types of games is to include a new descriptive work every day. (i.e. Excellent! Stupedous!)

Frisbee Golf

This game is easy to set up because it requires only trees and standing structures to make into “holes”.  You can have as many people as you want play as long as you have a frisbee for each team.  Use your entire campground as the gold course.  Begin by aiming at a tree and then aim for the cafeteria.  Feel free to use other volunteers as “holes” because they probably want to be included in such a fun game.  Simply tell the students what they need to aim for and then add up the amount of throws it takes to get there.  This is a good game to get the girls interested who would might often go and sit on the side.  The stronger players can make up for the weaker ones.  One idea is to have a girls vs. boys game.

American Football

Most of out campers had heard of “Amerikanski Football” but most had never played it before so this was a great opportunity for them to learn some of the rules and get to play with experienced Americans.  

Yoga 
Ukrainian kids really enjoy this activity because it’s totally different from their usual athletic activities.  Camp Big Bang was fortunate to have a couple of volunteers with yoga experience who offered to teach it during the free activities.  The kids were so excited that some went to it twice a day.  They enjoyed it so much that we had to disappoint them and begin offering it only once a day half way through camp because our volunteers couldn’t keep up with the demand.  Every camp isn’t going to have experienced yoga instructors so there are some basic techniques you can use with your kids included in the appendix in Chapter 6. 

Kickboxing
This is another activity that the kids don’t usually get a chance to try.  This is a cardio exercise that incorporates boxing and karate moves with music.

The exercise can last for an hour, which include warm up, exercise, and cool down.  This could take up to an hour or more.
WARM UP:

5 minutes. Pick up of the heart beat by swift walks in place.  Stretches are worked in to the warm up.  Stretch the warm by pulling it across the chest, one arm at a time.  Stretch the legs by extending on leg out to the back and bend the front leg.  Squat down stretching the back muscle.  Then put the pressure to the back leg and straight out the front leg.  Lean down this will stretch the hamstring.  

EXERCISE: 

Essential moves include: squat to aim for correct posture, upper body exercises are jab, cross, hook, and upper cut punches and lower body exercise front, side, and back and kicks.    

5 minutes.  Squat.  Feet open shoulder length.  The back should be straight and the knees bend.  The knee should not extend over the edge of the feet when squatting.  Have the arms up in fists to the front of the face covering to the tip of the nose.  Repeat this stance until the students gets the position right.  Then practice the squat by swinging side to side as if dodging a punch to the front.  REMINDER: back must be straight and arms up the whole time.

5 minutes. Jab.  Turn the head to face one side.  If looking right, the right arm will be in the front but left arm is still up in position as if protecting the face behind closer to the rest of the body. Knees still bent and back straight and remain still through out the punch.  Extend the right arm out in fist.  Punch as you extend.  After 2.5 minutes, switch to the left side and repeat the same jab punch.  REMINDER: only the face turns to the side.

5 minutes. Cross. Repeat the stance. Face right.  This time punch with the arm in the back.  Begin with the right side, so punch with left arm instead of right.  This time turn the body with the punch.  It will give the force that is meant in a cross punch.  Repeat it on the left side.  REMINDER:  only move the upper body.  Have the arm up at all time.  

5 minutes. Hook.  Repeat the stance. Face right.  Raise the right arm so it is extended to the side but bent at the elbow.  Punch in from the side as if striking at the cheek or the side of the ribs of an enemy.  Hold out the left hand open so you can the hook can meet some resistance punching in to the left palm.  Repeat on the Left side. REMINDER:  Keep the upper body straight and left arm up.

5 minutes. Upper Cut.  Repeat the stance. Face Right.  Turn the let leg that the kneed faces the right the direction of the punch.  Pull left arm bend at the elbow hand in fist back below the hip. Strike directly upward.  The left leg bend through the punch and feel the power of the punch through the hind leg, hip, ad waist area.  REMINDER: keep the right arm up and back straight.

5 minutes. Combination.  Have students combine all the punches together.  Call out the punches as they go: JAB! CROSS! HOOK! UPPER CUT!  Speed it up as you go.  And then switch sides.

5 minutes.  Begin by walking out the legs.  Front kick.  Stand straight with arms up in fists to protect face.  Pick up right leg with bend knee and then extend the leg forward.  Start slow and then speed up.  Repeat for the other side too.  Then practice them by alternating the kicks right and left. REMINDER: Back straight. Arms up. Keep a good balance.

10 minutes.  Side kick.   Stand straight with arms up in fists to protect face.  Lean upper body to the left with left leg bend.  Pick up the right leg bend at the knee then extend the kick to the right side of the body.  Keep the leg up bend at the knee and repeat extending the leg to the right.  Repeat the same thing to the left side.  REMINDER: Back straight. Arms up.  Keep a good balance.

5 minutes. Back kick. Stand straight and arms up.  Lean forward with upper body.  Pick up the right leg bend at the knee and extend the leg out to the back.  Turn the head to watch the kick.

Repeat it for the left side.  Alternate the kicks.

5 minutes. Combination kick.  I call it around the world.  Make sure everyone stands far enough so no one will be kicked by their neighbor.  And start with front kick with the right leg, turn right, then side kick on the left leg, turn right, then back kick with the right leg, turn right, and then front kick with the left leg.  You should be facing the direction that you have begun with.  Mark that the front of the class.  All the kicks would go one direction and the body turns itself so the kicks all go toward the front.  As you kick you travel forward.  

Then turn to the back of the room or space, and start the front kick with left leg, turn left, side kick with right, turn left, back kick with the left, turn left, and end with front kick with the right leg.  You should face the original direction as at the beginning of the left front kick to the back of the class.  And you should be back to the place where this whole exercise started.

Optional.  Call out “Ain’t No Way Sir” as you kick.  Divide up each word for each kick.  That should be fun.  Another way to spice up the exercise is to pick up the pace.

COOL DOWN::

5 minutes. It should incorporate walking out the heart rate and simple stretches.  At the end use the arms to stretch out to help breathing in and out.  To cool down the heart beat.  Some Yoga stretch can be applied here.  

3. Arts and Crafts

Friendship Bracelets 

ThisWe introduced it with this friendship lesson plan designed by TEFL volunteer Lisa Pollack.  It includes the song “You’ve Got A Friend” by   All of the kids understand how important friendship is and this activity lets them make something for their friends and use a little English to talk about.  It’s also a great way to talk about colors and right and left when explaining how to make the bracelets.

Painting (watercolor and regular)

Paints were both bought with grant money and given by the administration.  Self portraits were one of the things that the campers did, but general creativity was encouraged.

Nature Art   

This is a simple activity to do and the kids really enjoy it.  Ask them to walk around outside and collect sticks, flowers, leaves, etc. and then bring them to the table.  Supply  the glue and some paper for a background and ask them to create pictures from what they have collected.  A lot of Ukrainian art uses natural subjects and materials so the students often already have some experience.  

Balloon Fun

The number of things you can do with balloons in arts and crafts is substantial but the day we used them we had only kids, balloons, and markers so we used our imagination and just let the kids have fun.  Some activities are relay races and creating original balloon “personalities”.  Relays include walking with the balloon in between their legs, walking with a balloon held between two people without using hands, and sitting on the balloons to see which would pop first.  In order to create “personalities” give each kid a balloon and a marker and ask them to draw a face on it.  After they finish ask them questions about their balloon friends.  Tell them to give their balloons names, ages, and jobs all in English.  It can get quite interesting. One of the balloons at Big Bang turned out to be a mafia boss and killed all of the other balloons but everyone had a great time.

Masks

We found some really think colored paper at a school supply store and decided to put it to good use by making masks out of it.  We supplied the kids with paper, paint, scissors, and tape to attach a stick and let them create what they wanted.  They made some really beautiful masks and some really interesting caricatures of some of the volunteers.  It’s a really simple activity that reuses some of the materials you may have already used for another activity

4.  Games
Write My Picture

This is a great game to play in English Clubs or at camp.  Each student takes a piece of paper and write a sentence at the top of the page.  Every person then passes their sheet of paper to the person to their left.  Then everyone must make a picture of the sentence that was written without using any sentences.  When the person is done, fold the original sentence so the next person can only see the picture.  Pass the sheets again.  So now the third person has to make a sentence from the picture (but only from looking at the picture and not the original sentence).  This goes on and on.  When the piece of paper gets back to the one who started it, everyone unfolds the piece of paper and shows everyone how the sentence progressed.  It’s a bit like a picture and word version of “Telephone” because by the end of the page, the final sentence is usually nothing like the original.  The thought process of people is often funny and everyone enjoys it.  It’s good to play with idioms and proverbs.  An easy example would be to first write “Time flies when you’re having fun.”  The next person would then, logically, draw a clock with wings and then a plus sign, and finally attempt to draw what “fun” is.  Soon it gets complicated.  Both volunteers and students alike love playing this game.

UNO

This game goes over really well with any age group.  It reinforces colors and numbers and introduces words like “reverse” and “draw”.  It’s important to stress the use of the English because it’s easy to use Ukrainian or Russian when playing this game.  UNO is easy to teach and can be used as an alternate activity inside and outside of the classroom.

Mafia 

~Designed~
Mafia is a game for at least 6 people (and a narrator) but works optimally with between 10-15 people.  Games can last from as few as 10 minutes to several hours depending on the number of people and the depth of the conversation.  The game is best when repeated several times so that people get the hang of it and start to psychologically analyze it.

~Goal~
There are basically two teams involved in this game.  The group of mafia members is on one team (usually 2 to 3 members depending on the group size) and everyone else is against them.  A team wins when they have killed off all the members of the other team; so whoever survives (either the mafia or those opposed to the mafia)  However, since no one knows for sure who anyone else is, the teams are not really revealed until the end of the game when one side or the other are proclaimed winners.

~Positions~

Narrator: this one person is in charge of distribution of cards, organization, storytelling, rules, and everything else involved in the game.  They are fully in charge (and are not competing thus must be unbiased) meaning that they must understand the rules completely, but their authority is final.

Mafia- (Jack/Валет): this team of two (if 6-8 people are playing) or three (if more than 8 are playing) works secretly together to kill off all the other citizens while trying to avoid detection (and thus a lynching demise) at the hands of accusing citizens.  Every night surviving mafia members must kill off one member of their society by unanimous decision.

Townsperson- (any non-face card): These are all the remaining people not assigned a special role.  They have no special power but like everyone else get to accuse others during the discussion period and vote them off.

Supercop- (Ace/Тус): this super sleuth/detective gets to pick one person each night to know about.  By pointing and looking at the narrator each night for a nod or a shake they will find out whether one person is guilty (mafia member) or innocent (anybody else). 

Doctor- (Queen/Дама):  this optional role (if having less than 8 people it’s probably better to skip it) allows them to attempt to heal or save one person each night by pointing at that person.  However, they do not know who the mafia has chosen to kill that particular night so often their healing skills are futile.  If they point at the same person the mafia has chosen to kill that night though, nobody dies.  They may choose to save themselves, different people, or the same person the entire game.

~Game Play~

Directions: The narrator needs to briefly explain the directions here so that everyone understands all the roles, the cards that correspond to those roles, the importance of keeping their eyes closed when asked to, and remaining inactive after being killed.  A quick practice run is often the best way for everyone to understand because often times one confused person can ruin the game for everyone if they open their eyes at the wrong time or don’t know who they are.

Passing Out Cards: The game begins with each person secretly given (or allow them to select it) his or her own card face-down.  Each person quickly glances at their card making sure no one else sees it, and then they replace it back into the pile of cards.  That determines their position for the entirety of that game.  The narrator should double check to make sure everyone understands what cards mean what and that everyone for sure remembers their roles.

Setting the Scene: The narrator then relays the scene telling a story about where the event is taking place and describing the surroundings and situation all the people are faced with.  The narrator should explain the process then of nighttime when everyone must close their eyes.  

Nighttime: Everyone must “go to sleep” meaning that they all close their eyes (simulating one night’s sleep) until their role is called to wake up.  The narrator should repeat “go to sleep” until they see that every eye is firmly closed.

Mafia: The narrator first tells the mafia to “wake up” (meaning to open their eyes), and then asks the mafia whom they would like to kill.  The mafia must unanimously agree whom they’d like to kill by all pointing at their choice until the narrator witnesses the unanimous decision and acknowledges silently.  Then the narrator tells the mafia to go back to sleep (meaning to close their eyes again).  

Supercop: The narrator asks the supercop to wake up (and so that one person opens their eyes), and then asks him or her who they suspect is guilty.  They should pick one person to point at.  When they point, the narrator nods a simple yes if the person they pointed at is in the mafia or shakes their head for no if that person is not in the mafia.  The supercop is then told to go back to sleep.  The supercop is the only one (other than the unbiased narrator) who knows for sure whether a person is innocent or guilty.  

Doctor: The doctor is told to wake up.  The narrator asks the doctor who they would like to save.  The narrator acknowledges and then the doctor is told to go back to sleep.  The doctor may choose to save themselves or one other living person of their choice.  If the person they choose to save is the same person that the mafia has just chosen to kill on that same night, no one is killed when all the people wake up but the game continues all the same with the townspeople still required to mark someone for death by vote (see following).

New Day Murder: Then everyone is told to wake up (meaning to open their eyes once again symbolizing morning).  The narrator goes into story time mode building up how a murder was committed during the night and how a particular person was bumped off.  Then the narrator announces who that person was and apologizing tells them they are now dead and are no longer allowed to participate in this game until its conclusion (as dead people can no longer communicate).

Debate and Discussion: All the people must begin discussion as to who they think is in the mafia.  Any arguments or probable cause are open for discussion.  This is really the chance to let everyone speak their mind.  If it is too quiet it is best if the narrator goes around and has each person state whom they think might be guilty and why.  Everyone discusses and proposes accusations.  

Voting Someone Off: Then those that are accused should provide their defenses and the narrator should let the discussion continue until somebody proposes a vote in order to kill off one of the members of their community (in hopes that that person is in the mafia).  Several accusations and votes can be conducted at the same time with every person getting one equal vote against one other person.  Those accused should get one last defense and then a final vote should take place.  Every person must vote by raising their hands but can only vote against one person.  Every vote counts equally including the person who is being voted off.  If a tie occurs (say there are 6 people left in the game and 3 people vote for one person and the three other people vote for someone else) the discussion phase must continue until the tie is breached and a majority is reached (in this case one person switches sides making the final vote 4 to 2).

Death By Lynching: If a simple majority of the people vote against one person, then that person is killed and removed from the game just the same as the person who was killed during the night.  They may no longer participate or speak for the rest of the game.  The townspeople may decide the storyline of how to kill or “lynch” that person to their fateful death.

Continuing: The game then resumes how it had begun (repeat from step Nighttime) with all the people going to sleep, mafia waking up and killing someone, supercop waking up and accusing one person, doctor waking up and saving someone, and then all the people waking up with a new story of a murder during that night. 

Silent Football (include rules)

Family Feud 
This is a great game for teaching about similar ideas or objects because it categorizes them in an easy to understand way.  It does take preparation so leave time to get everything organized.  It too difficult to explain, but someone certainly knows how to play.  Do not be afraid to play the entire game including face-offs and the exciting endings.

Pictionary 
Enough said.

5.  Showing Spirit

Decorating cabins
In general, each team got their own cabin.  If you also able to do this at your camp, it’s a great idea to let the kids decorate their cabin.  Extra points were given out to cabins that were exceptionally decorated tastefully.  You must first make sure that the kids are able to put tape on the walls, because otherwise you may have a very angry camp director.

Making Cheers

We encouraged the teams to make up their own mottos.  They used them in the opening and closing ceremonies and also whenever they were feeling particularly sprited.  Be sure to prepare any Ukrainian workers that there may be some loud singing and yelling during meal times because they may not expect it or appreciate it very much.  

Making flags 
Flags are a simple way to show team spirit.  Your kids can use paper or wallpaper and a couple of sticks to create something to carrry as a symbol of their team or as decoration for their cabin.

Keeping the cabins clean

Each day two teachers walked through everyone’s cabin for inspection.  The winner of the cleanest cabin then received points for their team.  In the rare occasion that a cabin was filthy, points were deducted.  

Chapter 5:

Troubleshooting

Trouble Shooting: Suggestions, Warnings, and Advice 

1. Two weeks is a long time.  After the first nine days of camp, everyone (campers and volunteers) was tired and worn out.  The energy level dropped considerably.  Many volunteers suggested shortening the camp to ten days instead of two weeks.    Another idea was to give both teachers and kids a day off for rejuvenation.  Also, teachers who are free during the periods (their partner is teaching and they are not) should assist with free activities to lighten the load on team leaders.
2. Lack of involvement of Ukrainian teachers.   One of the biggest problems was the lack of involvement of Ukrainian team leaders (local Ukrainian teachers).  They felt left out and like they were simply there to keep the cabins clean and to mind the kids.  They also complained that it was difficult to get acquainted with volunteers very well.  They felt somewhat excluded.  They were simply a wonderful asset that went very much underutilized.  Next year more of an effort should be made to include the Ukrainian teachers in the life of the camp.  Many Ukrainian teachers had too much paperwork to take care of and so it was difficult for them to have time to visit classes.  Perhaps there should be more Ukrainian teachers to share the paperwork.  Perhaps there could be a sign-up sheet for class observation; American teachers can indicate which classes are open for observation on which days and the Ukrainian teachers may sign up to observe beforehand.  It might be good to have the Ukrainian teachers help with the classes, although there were some problems with Ukrainian teachers dominating the class when they visited.  Also, from the beginning, volunteers and the Ukrainian teachers should socialize.  Perhaps orientation should be longer and include some ice-breaking activities between the Americans and Ukrainians.  There could also be more social activities at night for Ukrainians and Americans.

3. Swimming.  Since it was summer and the camp was located next to a river, everyone expected that they would be able to go swimming.  It soon became evident that this activity would not be allowed.  In Ukraine, the swimming site has to meet several standards before the town administration will allow children to swim: the water has to be tested by sanitation officials to make sure that it is clean, the water must be a certain temperature on the day of swimming, and there must be a certified swimming instructor present (We were told that CPR and First Aid training was not enough).  It proved too difficult to find out who could come and test the water every day and so we were not able to go swimming.  If swimming is a desired activity, the camp leader should bargain with the town administration and get a definite promise that someone will come to test the water and arrange a swimming day.  This could have also just been an excuse, but nonetheless proved to be very disappointing.
4. Free-time activities were disorganized.  At the beginning of the period, most group leaders were deciding what activities to do and this caused some problems.  Make sure to have the activities arranged the day before so that leaders are prepared and there is no confusion.   Often times activities have to be changed for one reason or another, which is not a big deal when you are offering so much variation, but it is difficult to manage when not all team leaders can be found.
5. Language level low.  Some volunteers had problems because the materials they were teaching from were aimed at high school and university students.  They had to adjust and adapt their lesson plans so that the younger students understood.  Make sure that you can adapt the lesson plans you have to every level of students.  Volunteers used vocabulary lists, non-speaking games, drama, and pictures to help younger students understand and communicate.  Keep in mind that there will be different levels of English and age groups no matter what kind of screening takes place pre-camp.  Be prepared.  Still, we believe that the lesson plans included in the manual have been taken down from a university level and made more assessable to younger students.
6. Getting materials from the town.  This task was extremely time-consuming for the camp.  It was too much work for one person to do every day.  At orientation volunteers should be given a map of the town with details on where to put what.  Then pairs of volunteers should be assigned different days when they are responsible for the trip into town.
7. Campers missing home.  For many of the campers, it may be their first time away                                   from their family, and for others just the longest time they have ever been away from their family.  Some of these students may, naturally, get a little homesick and feel depressed.  It may be important for team leaders to understand this and be ready to deal with it.  Cheering them up may be all it takes, or allowing them to use your cellphone to call home for a couple minutes.  You’ll make a camper feel better and probably gain a friend along the way.  
8. Campers being different teams than their friends.  One of the best parts for the campers is the opportunity to get to know so many other people from different towns.  At first, however, it can often be overwhelming so when campers find that they are not on the same team as others from their town they become unhappy.  Use discretion with every decision on how to deal with these few, but be aware of setting a dangerous precedent.    
9. Cellphones.  Cellphones can become quite a distraction and you might want to think about not allowing them at your camp.  However, this may make parents feel uncomfortable, not being able to reach their child.  Thus it is recommended that the students at least do not bring their cellphone to activities of any kind and that they can only have them during their free time.   
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The campers got especially into different aspects of AIDS awareness, showing off what they have learned by making a poster.
